Applications can be obtained from the above office, or from the school offices of either  Lindisfarne or Turakina Colleges.   With each application, applicants need to attach copies of their most recent school reports, references from the Principal of their present school, and one from a family acquaintance (i.e. Parish Minister, Kaumatua).

Short-listed applicants will be interviewed in Term 3 of the school year by a Te Aka Puaho sub-Committee.  Preference will be given to those of Tuhoe decent, and those who have strong affiliation to the Presbyterian Church.

Successful Scholarship recipients will be awarded a scholarship on a year by year basis, although applications for renewal will be reviewed favourably where a student makes good progress, and there is a recommendation for renewal from the host school.

Scholarships awarded annually will include:

Boarding Scholarships to Lindisfarne College worth up to $4,000 each (with the College Board of Proprietors making an additional financial contribution).  If Dayboy Scholarships are granted they will be up to $1,500 p.a.

Boarding Scholarships to Turakina College worth up to $3,000 p.a.
Additional scholarships may be available, depending on the number of scholarship students leaving school at the end of any one school year.  Scholarships will be considered for students attending other schools on an individual merit basis.
TE WHAITI NUI A TOI SCHOLARSHIPS AT LINDISFARNE

Over the past four decades, just under a 100 Maori boys have received financial assistance from the Te Whaiti-nui-a-toi scholarship to attend Lindisfarne College.  Many of these boys have gone on to be very successful members of society; farmers, teachers, Lawyers, Judges, businessman.  While many may have gained prominence in sport as provincial rugby players, Super 14, All Blacks, and one, Taine Randell as an All Black Captain, they have all balanced these sporting achievements with academic success, and the development of skills and abilities to succeed in the modern world.

Lindisfarne College has just under 500 students – with approximately 45% being Boarders, and the balance Dayboys. It has high expectations of all of its students, and consistently has been one of the top performing academic single sex boys, and is regarded as one of the finest Decile 10 schools in the country.
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Lindisfarne prides itself on its personalised education.  Given the size of the College, each boy’s individual strengths are able to be identified and built on. The size of the school is such to allow each boy to be known by everyone, and for him to be an integral part of the community.  The school strives to provide a balanced education for boys in a Christian setting that emphasises excellence.

The boys are exposed to the daily challenges of their studies, games and cultural activities.  Such challenges allow the boys to find out more about themselves; what they are capable of; and how they can achieve if they are given the appropriate conditions.

It is Lindisfarne’s belief that a crucial part of all boys’ education should involve opportunities to extend themselves to the limit, as often as possible, so that they may develop initiative, self motivation, personal satisfaction, confidence, and an all encompassing belief in themselves as people.

In fostering the development of the whole person Lindisfarne has Four Cornerstones:

1)
ACADEMIC EXCELLENCE.  To identify and foster the 
academic ability of each boy so as to develop the 
essential knowledge, learning, attitudes and scholastic 
skills that produce a young man who is confident, 
creative, communicative and adaptable.

2)
CULTURAL PARTICIPATION.   To foster a respect 
for, and a lasting appreciation of culture, and the 
Performing Arts by encouraging active and positive 
participation.

3)
CHRISTIAN DIMENSION.  To develop within each boy 
a positive approach to life, and a well rounded 
personality within the principles of Christian teaching 
and conduct.

4)
SPORTING ENDEAVOUR.  To encourage involvement 
in a wide range of sports, with an emphasis on team 
sport.  Through each boys’ participation, foster 
qualities of loyalty, sportsmanship, and fair play, that 
will prepare him for a rewarding and healthy life.

All boys are expected to make a contribution, and involve themselves in all Four   Cornerstones.

TE WHAITI NUI A TOI
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In its broader sense this scholarship represents the main contribution which the Presbyterian Church of Aotearoa has made to the education of Maori boys (and more recently Maori girls).
In a more restricted sense, the scheme provides an educational service for that particular group of Maoridom, for whom the Church has been most associated with – the Tuhoe people of the Eastern Bay of Plenty, and Urewera country.  Of the first 75 boys who were awarded a scholarship since its inception in 1972, 42 have come from this area.

The scheme is named after the Presbyterian farm at Te Whaiti, situated on the Waikaremoana-Rotorua Road.  This farm was founded in 1937 from land made available by members of the Tuhoe tribe.  The farm was established to provide theoretical and practical training for Maori boys in the farming of their land, and to also provide a basic education.  It was seen as an educational institute that would provide for Maori boys, what Turakina Maori Girls’ College was providing for Maori girls – an all round education based firmly on moral and spiritual values.  In the 1960’s the school closed, but the land continued to be successfully farmed, and the profit of the good farming years of the late 1950’s and early 1960’s, and the wise investment of the money, saw the establishment of a Trust.  This was further enhanced by the sale of the farm in the early 1980’s, and the further investment of that money.
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In 1972 the first two boys were allocated a scholarship to attend Lindisfarne College, the only Presbyterian Boys’ School on the East Coast of the North Island.  In 1975 this arrangement was formalised when the Maori Synod of the Presbyterian Church approached Lindisfarne to inquire if the boys of secondary school age could be allocated a number of Boarding places on an ongoing basis.  This was accepted by the Rector of the time Mr. Jim Pine, working alongside Sir Rodney Gallen and Mr. John Rangihau, and thus the era of the Te Whaiti Scholarships took off.   In the 1980’s the scheme was extended to Maori girls who wanted to attend Turakina Maori Girls’ College.

The above official photo of the 1987 Te Whaiti boys is mounted in the College Dining Hall.  This was one of many high points of the scheme.  The photo depicts eighteen boys from Year 9 to 13.  To give an idea of the success of the scheme, of the boys in the photograph, ten became School Prefects, thirteen made the 1st XV, five the 1st Cricket XI and ten the 1st Softball team.  One boy topped New Zealand at School Certificate mathematics, two became All Blacks, five played for New Zealand Secondary Schools’ Rugby, fourteen played for Hawke’s Bay Secondary Schools’ Rugby and four for Hawke’s Bay Secondary Schools’ Cricket.  Of all the boys in the photo the huge majority – seventeen in fact, have gone on to successful careers.  There are three Law degrees, five Accounting degrees, two Secondary School Teachers and the others are in responsible leadership roles in business and administrative areas.

To say that we are proud of the results of the scheme is an understatement and it is the College’s belief that those granted the scholarship have indeed been given a great opportunity to excel.  This has been manifested in the contribution that many of those students who attended since 1972 are presently making in New Zealand society today.


The benefits of the scheme to both the boys and girls involved, and to the Colleges concerned are significant.

· The inherent personal growth that all young people gain from a Christian based education.

· The educational opportunities that they might otherwise not have access to; studying in an achievement orientated atmosphere, in classes with small student numbers, and high teacher expectations.

· Informal association with students with families from a professional or business background, and the ability of being able to mix and feel comfortable in the company of many diverse groups and cultures.

· The opportunity to participate and excel in a greater variety of cultural activities (Bands, Choirs, Debating, Public Speaking, Dramatic productions), and play in team sports, that they otherwise may not have had the opportunity of participating in.

· To expose the Pakeha boys of Lindisfarne College to some of the finer aspects of Maori culture, and enable them to develop a greater awareness and respect for aspects of Maoridom.
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
