Donations 
a) Board of Trustees

Each year the Lindisfarne College Board of Trustees budget to maintain the smaller class sizes that have always been a unique feature of the education offered at Lindisfarne College. The Board of Trustees is not funded for the additional teachers from the Ministry of Education, for the additional consumable costs involved or the Recruitment, Retention and Responsibility allowances paid to staff to partly compensate for extra curricular activities outside the classroom. Each year the Board of Trustees seek a voluntary donation from parents who’s boys benefit from the facilities and the extra curricular activities offered. This donation is collected by the Proprietors Trust Board on behalf of the Board of Trustees to avoid duplication of accounts to the parents.

b) Proprietors Trust Board

The Proprietors Trust Board also has debt servicing obligations in regard to loans for the provision of some facilities that are not part of the integrated school. These facilities are used by the students during a normal school day. The Proprietors budget for a voluntary donation to cover some of these costs. A small donation is also required to support the special religious character of the school. 

Summary

a) Under Section LD 1 of the Income Tax Act 2007  these donations are tax deductable. A receipt is forwarded at the end of March each year for this purpose
b) All donations will appear on the statement as a single item called Voluntary Parental Contribution
c) Parents will receive only one statement from the College which avoids duplication.
