Our 2009 NCEA results were once again excellent. In Level One NCEA 11.8% of our

students gained an excellence endorsement which was above the national average of 7.9%.
Merit endorsed certificates for Lindisfarne boys, was above the national average with 53.91%
compared to 23.7%. We were ahead in all areas compared to Decile 8-10 schools nationally.

Level Two saw 6.2% of Lindisfarne Year 12 students gaining an excellence endorsement,
compared to 5.6% nationally. 33.8% gained a merit endorsement, nationally the percentage
was 19.5%. It is important to note that at Level Two our top students are often encouraged to
do Level Three courses and as a result are not represented in these figures.

ICAREERS CORNER - FEBRUARY 2010

Auckland and Victoria Universities

Because of a stated shortfall in Government funding (capped funding) and growing rolls,
Auckland University and now Victoria University have changed their entry process. They are
saying that there are more students wanting to go to their Universities than there are funds
provided by Government and that as a result they are going to have to restrict entry to
operate within their budgets.

This has significant ramifications for all students considering Auckland or Victoria

University as an option when they complete their schooling. The Government is really saying

that the country has to live within its means and that there will be budget restraints on

Government spending as it applies to Tertiary Education (and clearly other sectors). At this

time | have not heard that any other university in NZ is planning to change their entry process.

Boys must not be O6put offd applying for these 2 Uni
to get entry. The suitability of the course should be the primary factor in deciding which

university to attend

Auckland Uni versity has been restricting entry using

Auckl andbs system all ocat es 'sahest8 additsatdNCEAdevdd ased on &
3 or higher over a maximum of 5 approved subjects. All subjects taught at Lindisfarne are
6appr oAvuecdk. Ibandds rank score is calculated by awardi

at level 3 in each of the approved subjects.
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Every o6excellenced credit receives 4 points,

credits receive 2 points. Using this formul

Auckland University then publish a table which indicates the rank score a student needs to
achieve to have figuar ant esednil iteanes depending bnowhieh
degree it is. If a student does not gain the required rank score they will not be offered a place
in that degree. This information is detailed in their Undergraduate Prospectus each year. To
date | know of no Lindisfarne student who has been disadvantaged by this scheme as they
knew in advance what was required and delivered the necessary requirements through their
record of learning at NCEA level 3.

Victoria University have announced an almost identical scheme to that of Auckland though
they have not yet published the rank score a student must gain if they are to have guaranteed
entry into the degree course they choose.

NZQA the authority who sets the national standard for UE or University Entrance has made
no changes to the criteria for gaining University Entrance. That remains the same. It is
Auckland and Victoria Universities themselves which are introducing the restricted entry
criteria so they can work within the funds allocated by Government.

My advice to students -

Year 12 Students

Regardless of the University they plan to attend, Year 12 students need the best record of
leaning they are capable of achieving if they want to be in a University Hostel. Their record of
learning in NCEA level 2 will be the most significant factor in their being allocated a place in a
Hostel. Some students think they can cruise Year 12 because it is Year 13 NCEA level 3
which really counts which of course is also true but NCEA level 2 is what they use to get into
Hostels.

Success and achievement in NCEA level 2 is also very important because students use their
Level 2 record of learning to apply for Scholarships in their 13™ year. There are some
fantastic scholarships out there but academic achievement is a high priority in many but not
all.

Getting NCEA Level one, two or three endorsed with 'Ex cel | ence6 is very

students should strive to accumulate as many excellence credits as they can. 50 Excellence
credits or more mean a student can have their NCEA level endorsed with Excellence. At
Level 2 or 3 this significantly enhances a student's likelihood of being offered a place in a
Hostel of first choice.

Having your NCEA level endorsed with Merit is also beneficial and easier for more boys to
achieve. Again you need 50 merit credits or higher to gain that endorsement. Applying for a
place in a University Hostel is in fact a competition because there are more applications than
places. Academic success and achievement is one of the key factors in being allocated a
place in a Hostel and your sons need to realise this in advance and make sure they make the
most of their opportunities to build up an impressive record of learning.

Year 13 Students

You are strongly advised to be informed in advance so you know what minimums you have to
achieve to get entry to your desired degree course no matter which university you plan to go
to, though it is even more important if Auckland or Victoria are part of your plan.

You are also strongly advised to accumulate as many excellence and merit credits as
you can at Level 3 so you advantage yourself, (i.e. you accumulate enough points to be
offered and gain entry to the undergraduate degree you want to enrol in).

It is really important that students and parents understands these processes and
requirements. The earlier everyone knows the better, so everyone can be prepared. The
Auckland system as far as | can tell, is working well for most people and | know of no
Lindisfarne student who has been disadvantaged. Students know in advance what they have
to achieve and simply must produce the results. There is an ongoing expectation that

The College has a reputation for providing a sound and varied programme that emphasizes
excellence in cultural endeavours. Over the first few weeks of this term, Mr. John Snowling
(Director of Music) and Mr. Matthew Wood (Head of Music) have been holding auditions for
the Concord Symphonic Band. This is one of the flagship ensembles of our performance
music programme. The following boys have been successful in gaining a position in this
band:- Marcus Jackson (1st Flute - leader), Brooks Kershaw (1st Clarinet - leader), Guy
Austin (1st Clarinet), Stuart Thompson (2nd Clarinet), Andrew Wang (1st Alto
Saxophone - leader), Henry Orton (1st Alto Saxophone), Ryan Smyth (1st Trumpet -
leader), Douglas Gray (1st Trumpet), Simon Forbes (2nd Trumpet), Kenneth Muir (3rd
Trumpet), Max Tweedie (Euphonium) and James Mitchelmore (Euphonium).

From Week 4 all ensembles will be up and running along with our very successful itinerant
music programme. We have a significant number of our boys learning a musical instrument,
either in our itinerant programme or the junior band programme. This benefits the boys by
enabling them to master the rudiments of playing an instrument and also allows performance
opportunities together, with giving them a greater understanding and appreciation of live
performances of various artists.

Events that are coming up for our musicians include, the Jazz and Pipe Bands performing at
the Gala. On the 2nd of May the College will be represented at the Hawke's Bay Festival of
Bands and then on the 30th May at the Feilding Festival of Bands. The New Zealand
Concert Band Festival is being held at Lindisfarne from the 6-8th August. This will see over
30 bands competing with over 1000 musicians involved. We are very fortunate to be able to
host this Festival in our new Lowe Family Performing Arts Centre. At this time the Music
Department is organising a possible tour of the Waikato and Bay of Plenty later in the year.

Woodford House has just finished auditions for its production of '‘Godspell”, directed by
Josephine Carpenter and Wendy Hunt. Based on the Gospel according to St. Matthew,
Godspell tells the story of the last seven days of Christ's life. Three of Lindisfarne College's
boys have secured cast roles - Alex Smith - Jesus Christ, Henry Alexander - John the
Baptist and Mokoia Huata - Herb. Boys to make it into the chorus include; Anthony Lai,
Phillip Connor, Waka Smit and Tully Gray. The performance dates for Godspell are:- 28th
April (Matinee), 29th April, 30th April, 1 May (evening performances) and 2nd May
(Matinee).

Lindisfarne is about to start its auditions for the College's production of "Twelve Angry Men".
The story of a dissenting juror in a murder trial, who slowly manages to convince the others
that the case is not as obviously clear, as it seemed in the court. As the deliberations unfold,
the story quickly becomes a study of the juror's complex personalities. The College's
production of Twelve Angry Men is scheduled to be performed in the new Lowe Family
Performing Arts Centre on the 28th June through until the 1st July.

The Kapa Haka group's performance at Mr. Grant Lander's induction as the Headmaster of
St. Paul's Collegiate was awe inspiring. The St. Paul's community have commented extremely
positively stating that after seeing Lindisfarne College's boys perform, they would like to set
up a group of their own. About eight boys travelled to Hamilton to support Mr. & Mrs. Lander
at this prestigious event. Their conduct and demeanour were superb and they were a real
credit to the College. Mr. Lander told the boys just before they left for Hastings how proud he
was to have been associated with Lindisfarne College and that the boys had shown that the
College has a lot of mana and prestige as a result of their performance. During the induction
ceremony, the boys performed a variety of Haka and Waiata to support the speakers from
Lindisfarne and of course Mr. & Mrs. Lander.

The College performed its first full Haka at the conclusion of the Dayboys vs Boarder Haka
competition, (won narrowly by the boarders). This first full Haka was performed to honour Sir
Rodney Gallen who has been a tremendous supporter of the College. Sir Rodney Gallen was
one of the people who started the Te Whaiti Nui A Toi scholarship scheme that was
established to support young Maori boys in their education. Sir Rodney Gallen has been
involved with the scheme since its inception and it is his drive, enthusiasm and determination
that saw the scheme reintroduced in 2000 after a brief period of no involvement with the
College. The scheme has seen a large number of boys benefit from the education that the
College offers. These boys would not have been able to attend Lindisfarne College if it had
not been for the Te Whaiti scheme. We currently have twenty boys attending the College with
the assistance of the scholarship scheme.

ISUCCESS IN SAILING REGATTAS|

Sam MacKay (Year 12) competed at the OAMPS Australian Youth championship between 7-
10 January in Adelaide. He was in a 420 boat with Emma Goodwin (sister of old boy Ben
Goodwin). They came 6th overall out of 41 competitors and the first mixed (boy/girl)
sailors.

Sam also took part in the Starling Nationals held at Navel Point in Lyttleton, Christchurch from
the 12th January until the 16th January. At this competition he was placed 19th overall out
of 95 competitors which was a commendable result in his first season in a Starling in very
trying conditions of extreme cold and wild winds. Not only is Sam performing on the water
himself, but he was also one of ten coaches throughout the country to be selected to coach at
Eastern Beach in Auckland between 19-22 January. This is the top NZ10DA clinic held yearly
to train the top 60 optimist sailors.

Also achieving well for sailing has been Matt Broome. Matt has been sailing a Laser Radial
and came 1st in the Napier Sailing Club's New Year Regatta. At the Laser Radial
Nationals in Timaru, he was placed 24th overall but was the 15th youth. In the prestigious Sail
Auckland Regatta, he was placed 20th in the Laser Radial overall and was the 10th Radial
Youth over the line. At the same regatta, Nick Broome was placed 16th in the Junior
Optimist class.

ROWING

Boys from Lindisfarne who attended the 2010 national rowing championships at Karapiro
were:- Colin Chisholm, Hamish Cowie, Abraham Corban, Tom Alison, Campbell
Ellingham, Craig Law and Thompson Brownlie. Over the course of last week, seven
boys from Lindisfarne College represented their region at the 2010 rowing championships.
Colin Chisholm and Hamish Cowie who won the novice doubles at this prestigious regatta
last year, combined in the men's club 8, the club quad and the club double sculls.

Abraham Corban was also involved in the men's club 8 and combined with Napier Boys' in
the club four and the under 19, 4. The club level in rowing is a massive step up from the
novice year, and these boys trained upwards of 11 times a week for 8 months to even
compete at this level, as second year rowers. Most of the other rowers at this level have
rowed for a much longer time, and are in their early twenties. Tom Alison and Campbell
Ellingham combined with 6 other rowers in the novice 8, coxed by Thompson Brownlie
which missed out by metres from gaining a medal, while Craig Law just missed out on a semi
final in the novice double. Thompson Brownlie was the only medal winner from Lindisfarne
when he picked up a silver medal for his efforts in coxing the Napier Boys' novice four, in a
race which was only 0.45 seconds away from the winning time.

College Old Boy Adam Tripp also representing Hawke's Bay, competed extremely well in a
class field which included New Zealand rowers such as Mahe Drysdale. He has now been
selected as a trialist for the New Zealand team, for his efforts at this regatta.

CRICKET

OLD BOYS' SUMMER SPORTS EXCHANGE|

The annual Old Boys' exchange with the College's summer sports teams was held on Sunday
7th February. It was an extremely hot day reaching 30" in the afternoon. These conditions
certainly tested the Old Boys endurance and fitness. In the Tennis the College lost to the Old
Boys' team of John Penny, Andrew Kirkpatrick, Phillip Mitchell, Sam Skerman, Ben
Wynne-Lewis, Aaron Murphy and Marcus Pohio, who played with patience and precision
rather than gusto and aggression. It was a good hit out for an inexperienced College 1st
Tennis team, who in many games pushed the old boys but lacked the finesse to win key
points. Michael Owen pushed Ben Wynne-Lewis (2009) hard but lost in a tie break.
Cameron Pease and Rhys Wynne-Lewis also lost in a tie break to old boys Andrew
Kirkpatrick (1983) and Marcus Pohio (1987). Henry Yule played well in his singles match
to win 9-0 against Aaron Murphy (2009). Overall the College was competitive in most
games, but needs to be more strategic and accurate in shot selection.

ST. PAUL'S EXCHANGE|

The College hosted the annual exchange with St. Paul's Collegiate on Sunday 14th February
through to Tuesday 16th February with the main exchange day being Monday, 15th February.
It was a unique opportunity to welcome back former Rector, Mr. Grant Lander, who has taken
up the Headmaster's role at St. Paul's.

We had four teams involved in the exchange with a junior and senior Tennis team along with
the Colts and 1st XlI Cricket teams. In the Junior Tennis, Lindisfarne's relatively
inexperienced team completely dominated the St. Paul's eight, losing only one set in 12
matches.
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Singles wins were gained by Simon Stallard, Rob Reynolds, Arthur Glazebrook, Callum
Hardie, Luke Mudgway, Matt Morley, Mel Skews and Charles Yule. Lindisfarne won
because we were generally more consistent and kept the ball deep when rallying. The final
doubles match for Mel Skews and Charles Yule was a really tight struggle. Even though
they only played two sets the match still lasted 2 % hours. After winning the two tie breaker
sets Lindisfarne had completed a clean sweep winning all 12 matches.

In the Senior Tennis, Lindisfarne secured a well fought victory. All games were close
however, we showed more patience than St. Paul's and were prepared to rally before
attempting our kill shots. Daniel Smith and Rhys Wynne-Lewis had superb matches to not
only outplay their opponents but to out think them as well. Cameron Pease, William Read,
Charlie Todd and Scott Reid all made impressive debut games for the team and were well
supported by the experience of Michael Owen, Jock Barns-Graham and Henry Yule. The
final result was a win to Lindisfarne 10-2.

The Colts Cricket match was played on a slightly damp and bumpy pitch. We were put into
bat first. The Colts team were in a poor position of 30-3 when Ben Reid entered the fray.
He played straight and was particularly punishing of the shorter ball on his way to 92. He
was ably assisted by Mitchell Hammond who survived several chances to be not out on 72
at the end of the innings.

Dominic Thompson also batted well for 36 not out as Lindisfarne ended play on 238 for 4.
Ben Reid and George Nettlingham then bowled with great accuracy and wickets fell
regularly throughout the St. Paul's innings. Alexander Dowie and Angus Smith also bowled
well and St. Paul's were all out for 88. A fine victory that shows the promise that this Colts
team has.

The Lindisfarne 1st XI's game was played over three days. Lindisfarne batted first and made
235 which was considerably more then was anticipated when the score was 153-9. Graydon
Hambly and Sam Martin frustrated St. Paul's by putting together 82 for the tenth wicket.
Graydon Hambly made 37 not out and Sam Martin 40. Henry Hunter had earlier made 37
in Lindisfarne's first innings. St. Paul's struggled against the excellent pace bowling of Driaan
Lubbe and Jack Arnall. Driaan Lubbe was exceptional and destroyed the St. Paul's line up
with pace and accuracy. He finished with 7-19 off 10 overs as St. Paul's declared at 108-9.
Lindisfarne chose not to enforce the follow on and chased quick runs to set a target.
Michael D'Esposito made 76 and Angus Schaw 48, in reaching 156-8 at stumps.

This set St. Paul's 284 runs to get in four hours. St. Paul's got off to a flying start and were 68
off the first 6 overs. However, the introduction of Angus Schaw slowed the run rate and
gradually Lindisfarne worked their way through the St. Paul's batsmen getting them all out for
170 with an hour to spare. Angus Schaw took 6-42 off 18 overs and Driaan Lubbe 3-52 off
15 overs, giving him 10 wickets for the match.

This saw Lindisfarne College convincingly win the first inter-school of the year with a clean
sweep by all teams.

An expression of concern has been passed on to me about a statement that Rev. Fortune
made in the 2009 Leavers' Chapel service at the end of last year and Rev. Fortune feels
some clarification is required.

"I made the comment that | had grown fond of and had over recent months, been
influenced by the teachings of Buddhism. | then went on to question how a Bstddh
Chaplain would fare in a Presbyterian Church school. | then quoted from Budtifieach

this triple truth to all: A generous heart, kind speech and a life of service and compassion
are the things which renew humanity".

My point was that what Buddhas saying is no different from that of Christianity. Jesus
constantly challenges all of us to have a generous heart, kind speech and to live a life of
service and compassion and thus, play our part in renewing humanipfay our part in
making this world a better place to be part of.

This was the point | was attempting to make and challenging the leavers to reflect on my
comments about being fond of the teachings and practices of Buddhism applied to me
personally and serve to only enhance our Collegefaphasis on Christian values and
principles. They were not being "imposed" on any member of the congregation and were
not said to in any way, undermine what our College's Christian Dimension means and
stands for".

Rev. Fortune outlined to the College Council in his report to them late last year, that in Year
10 he does an overview of six major world religions - Christianity, Judaism, Islam, Hinduism,
Buddhism and Sikhism - the six religions of the world that have the biggest numerical
following. It is Rev. Fortune's conviction that for every boy at Lindisfarne, religion, if it has not
already, will become important to them. Whilst Christianity must and always will be our
central focus, he believes it is important for students to have at least a basic understanding of
the other five religions firstly, so that they can appreciate that in terms of their moral and
ethical teachings, all these religions are saying basically the same thing; and secondly, so
they are able to make informed choices about which religion makes most sense to them.

We live in a multi-cultural and by its nature, a multi-religious society. Ignorance gives rise to
the possibility of offence and conflict. Even the most basic knowledge of the various religions
provides the opportunity for greater understanding and appreciation of others and a more
harmonious and peaceful society.

HEALTH AND SAFETY|

MEDICAL SERVICES

The Ministry of Health advises that New Zealand is expecting a second wave of pandemic
Influenza. Lindisfarne was affected in 2009 by this outbreak and the measures that we took
in 2009 will continue to be part of our response to the second wave. These include -
encouraging people to practice good hygiene with regular hand washing; to stay away from
those who are sick and to stay home when unwell and treating people with anti-viral
medication (Tamiflu). For 2010, the seasonal Influenza vaccine offered at Lindisfarne will
include the pandemic Influenza HIN1 09 strain. The advice that we have received is that
both staff and students are strongly advised to take up the offer of the vaccination to guard
against Influenza this year. Included in this newsletter is the consent form for the
immunisation against Influenza at Lindisfarne College. Please complete the form and return it
by fax or mail to the College before the end of March 2010.

THE CHOKING GAME

We have discovered that some of our junior boys have been taking part in a foolish and
potentially dangerous game. It is particularly concerning as the boys are naive to the
consequences of this game. | have also been contacted by Russell Wills, FRACP, MPH, from
the District Health Board who is also concerned abut this game becoming prolific in our
schools. What happens is that children hyperventilate and then hold their breath or breath out
quickly while another child squeezes their chest tightly until the child faints. The child
collapses, takes a deep breath and when the oxygen is returned to the brain there is a mild
‘rush’. The main concern is that this practice could result in a death. The mechanism of
death is probably cardiac arrest due to low blood oxygen and the slowing of blood returning to
the heart. Some children self strangulate. There does not appear to be any particular pattern
to deaths, e.g. young people who died could have been doing it for the first time, or have
done it several times.

Mr. Wills suggests that parents and teachers should be able to recognise the following
warning signs:- mention of the chocking game; bloodshot eyes; marks on the neck; frequent
and severe headaches; disorientation after spending time alone. This game is extremely
dangerous and will certainly lead to preventable deaths in our children.

DRUG FREE COMMUNITY

This initiative has been undertaken by the College Council to support parents and caregivers
with strategies and tools that they can use with the College's assistance. What the
Lindisfarne College community went through in 2009 is something that we do not want to
repeat. To be proactive, the College has developed a programme that is voluntary and we
believe helps both parents and their sons stay safe from the dangers of illegal drugs. To date
we have 92 families who have signed up to the Drug Free Community programme. This is
very encouraging with the initiative only being in its first few months.

While | acknowledge that some people do not support this initiative, the College Council and |
believe that we would be remiss if we did not proactively work with the Lindisfarne
Community, to promote a safe and drug free environment. It was the College's initial intention
to publish the names of the families involved, in the school list and on the website, as a
support mechanism. The Council has since reconsidered this intention due to technical
issues and a feeling that it potentially could be divisive within the Lindisfarne community.

The College will not be publishing in any form the names of those who have signed up
to the Drug Free community in the near future. We will however, continue to work with all
people within the Lindisfarne community to develop and foster a safe and drug free
environment.
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The drug testing kits that we use at Lindisfarne are a urine based test. In the first instance the
boy's urine is tested for Marijuana and that urine sample is a fresh and pure sample. The test
results are immediate and the boy can see the result straight away. If the test is positive, the
sample is split and sealed before being sent off to the Canterbury Health Board's Toxicology
Department for further analysis. The initial test is at a relative low cost, however, the
secondary test after a positive initial result, is more expensive. We do have the capability to
test for other drugs, but this is a more costly exercise and is available if parents request it.

On Friday 5th February, the College enlisted the services of Elite Dog Services Ltd. to
complete an inspection of the College's facilities to ascertain if any illegal drugs are within the
College confines. The dog checked all the boarding hostels, typically checking beds,
drawers, bags, wardrobes, clothing and any sundry items left in the boys' cubes. All rooms
along with amenities, toilets, showers and common rooms, were checked. The dog was also
taken through the day school, randomly checking selected class rooms. Students remained
in the room watching while the dog worked the room. All parts of the room including desks,
book shelves, students' bags, blazers etc. were checked. For most of our boys (except new
students) this is not the first time they have seen the procedure and they were very
comfortable with the procedure. | can report that no narcotics were located, and no
indications were given by the dog. We have received a very favourable report from Elite Dog
Services and the College will continue with its ongoing drug education and deterrent
programme.

On the 18th March, Pat Buckley will be giving a series of presentations to the boys,
designed to alert them to the dangers of drugs. In the evening of the 18th March at 7.00
p.m. (this is a change from the College calendar), Pat will present a free seminar for
Lindisfarne parents in the Lowe Family Performing Arts Centre. This seminar is to alert you
to the dangers of drugs and their prevalence in our society, what signs to look out for in your
children and services available to help you if you have concerns.

Your son during the day will have spent time with Pat discussing the issues outlined below:-
- Identifying drugs of abuse and current trends.

- Warning signs and symptoms.

- Helping teenagers to say "NO" to drugs and "YES" to life.

- Binge drinking.

- Methamphetamine

- Marijuana and Party Pills

Pat, through his association with AMPEDALIFE, is committed to imparting life skills and giving
young people tools that will empower them to make healthy and informed choices for life. His
motivational and challenging presentations include all aspects of well being and are a
preventative approach to many issues facing our teenage generation. His message of "Your
Life Counts", empowers young people to develop strategies for solving problems they face
during this challenging period of their lives. It would be nice to see as many parents at Pat's
presentation as possible.

MOTOR VEHICLES

Boys are permitted to drive a vehicle to and from school functions or sports, provided they
have the approval of the Rector. Any boy who wishes to, must apply for and be issued with,
the Rector's permission. Dayboys are to see the Deputy Rector while boarding students are
to see the Director of Boarding for permission forms. Any boy required to travel as a
passenger in a private vehicle driven by a student (who has permission to drive), must
acquire the Rector's permission. No Year 11 dayboys or boarders will be given permission to
bring a vehicle to school and this includes travelling to College events such as weekend
sports games or evening chapel.

Year 12 dayboys will be permitted to bring a vehicle to the College from the beginning of
Term One only if they have completed a Defensive Driving Course. Year 12 boarders will
only be permitted to bring a vehicle to the College from the beginning of term 3, but only if
they have completed a Defensive Driving Course. If a student driver (dayboy or boarder)
misuses his motor vehicle while under the College's jurisdiction, for the first offence may be
banned for up to 10 weeks from bringing a vehicle to school.

For a second offence, he will have a total ban on using a motor vehicle for the rest of the
year. Your support of the College as we work together to ensure the safe use of motor
vehicles by responsible and well trained drivers, is very much appreciated.
