Team Racing championships; Fraser Tombleson rode for N.Z. in South Africa in the 
International Equestrian challenge; Israel Dagg scored 230 poin ts for the 1 st XV; Ben Hunt was 
again selected for the N.Z.S.S. Jazz orchestra and the N.Z. Concert Band; we put on a slick 
production of òBrassed Offó; Stage Two of the Performing Arts and Events Centre saw the 
addition of the P.E. classroom and fitness c entre and the expansion of the dining room; the gala 
raised $40,000; after 30 years of dedicated service, Mr. Leon Stembridge retired.

Dagg as a Year 13 student, made the Kelt Capita l Magpies side and the N.Z.S.S. side; Guitarist, 
Hamish Thomsen, won the Silver medal in the H.B. Young Musician of the year competition; Ben 
Hunt was selected for the N.Z.S.S. Jazz Band orchestra and the National Youth orchestra; the 
Agriculture and Horti cultural Science complex was completed; the Chapel Sanctuary was 
expanded; the gala raised $40,000.

Team Racing championships; while Sam MacKay and Ben Goodwin were both chosen to sail for 
New Zealand in overseas competitions; Li ndisfarne hosted the inaugural Hawkeõs Bay Festival 
of Bands; the Concord Symphonic Band gained an elusive Gold Award in the Performance 
section of the National Band Festival; Juniors put on a production of òLord of the Fliesó; we 
were involved with a joint  production of òBack to the 80õsó with Iona College; the new Chapel 
Sanctuary was completed, with i ts four ôHouseõ and the ôGood Manõ stained glass window; a 
second storey and 22 extra beds were added over the Kirkpatrick Villa; the old Junior House 
common room was converted into the Stembridge dormitory; a ôReading Roomõ was added to 
the library; the annual Gala raised $41,000; Mr. David Bovey was appointed Deputy Principal of 
Palmerston North B.H.S.; Mrs. Leita Dann left after an amazing 45 years as the Re ctorõs 
Secretary; Jenny McCall left after 26 years working in the kitchen.  
 
Sam McNair and his team of Prefects; a glowing E.R.O. report; we gained a record breaking 27 
subject scholarships; our Senior A Softballers finished third for the second year in a row in the 
Nationals; Sam Eames was selected for the N.Z. Orienteering team; George Mackie broke five 
swimming records at the College Swimming championships; Jack Drury was chosen the 
H.B.P.B. junior Swimmer of the year; distance runner, James Holden repre sented N.Z. in 
Australia and the Czech Republic; Matt Taylor won the N.Z.S.S. Ye ar 9 Cross Country; once 
again our s ailors Sam MacKay and Ben Goodwin, were chosen to represent their country in a 
world championship ð Ben going on to be the first Lindisfarne  student to win the Hawkeõs Bay 
Secondary Schoolsõ Sportsman of the Year Award; our 1st  XI Soccer team toured the U.S.A. and 
our 1 st XI Cricket side toured Australia; our 1 st XI Hockey team came thi rd in the India Shield 
and earned  their pla ce back in the Rankin Cup;  our 1 st XV won all their traditional inter -school 
fixtures while the U15 team won their North Island tournament.    In the National Band Festival, 
Brooks Kershaw earnt a Gold Award for his solo performance on the Clarinet, while Scott 
Ansell was  selected  to play for the National Jazz Orchestra; our Rock Band ôReverseõ achieved 
a first when they won the regional finals of the ôRockquestõ competition; the joint production of  
ôBeauty and the Beastõ with Woodford House, produced some of the best costumes and props 
seen at a College production; construction started on Stage 4 of the Performing Arts and 
Events Centre; the Gala raised $48,000 and we hosted a successful Old Boys ôContemptible sõ 
reunion (1953 -1959); Mr. Robert Mangan was appointed Princip al of Tauranga Boysõ College; 
while Mr. Martin OõGrady, after 13 years of committed service, was chosen as Karamu High 
Schoolõs new Principal. 
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Finally this year. Thomas Yule and his team of prefects; 21 subject scholarships;  our second 
best effort to date; our Softballers historic back to back wins over Napier Boysõ High School 
and Hastings Boysõ High School; our first medal in the Maadi Cup ð a Bronze for the U18 Novice 
Coxed Four; having threatened in both 2007 and 2008 we achieved our firs t victory in the 
H.B.S.S. Swimming championships with eleven titles and an amazing 18 runner 's-up placings  in 
the E.C.N.I. event; our Year 10 Cricketers finishing fourth in the National finals in Taupo; our 1 st 
XI Hockey ranked 15 th in the country at Ranki n; the Rugby teams toured England and Ireland; 
for a second year, our U15 team won their N.I. tournament; the Clay Target Shooting team 
finished with a Silver medal in the nationals; Jordan Waterhouse was selected to play for the 
N.Z. U19  Softball  side in Canada and Hamish Gannon  chosen for  the N.Z. Open Mackintosh 
team;  Matthew Taylor won Gold at the N.Z.S.S. Athletics championships over the 3000m 
distance;  our Performing Arts students toured England and California in April; Marcus Jackson 
won a Go ld Award  for his Flute solo at the National Band festival and was selected as a finalist 
for the National Secondary schoolsõ composer competition; our Rock Band, again took out the 
Regional Rockquest title, new groups such  as the Barbershop Quartet and Ukul ele orc hestra 
gained prominence; our Year 11 team was a finalist and our Year 10 team won their respective 
H.B.S.S. Debating competition; the 380 sea t Auditorium and the Lowe Family Perfo rming Arts 
Centre was completed; t he I.B.S.C. Global Boysõ Schoolsõ conference was an outstanding 
success;  the Gala raised $48,000.  

 
        
I hope that in my last newsletter I can be forgiven for these musings.  I have found the 
exercise, very valuable in clarifying my thoughts and reflections on the past nine plus years. 
 
It has been an incredible privilege to serve and lead the Lindisfarne community over the past 
decade.  It has certainly been the highlight of my educational career and has proved such a 
satisfying and enjoyable experience.  The changes in the physical imprint of the school, the 
huge demand for placement, the success of innovations and initiatives introduced, our 
involvement in the International Boys' Schools' movement - culminating in the hosting of this 
year's Global Boys' conference, have given me great pleasure and a sense of fulfillment. 
 
Even more rewarding has been my interactions with the boys of the College. The 6.00 a.m. 
morning run in the Boarding House, the Rector's Runs, hostel dinners and breakfast and the 
daily assemblies and chapels have all be useful in providing a barometer from which could be 
measured the climate and current culture within the school and its boarding house.  I believe 
most teachers are involved in the education profession for philanthropic reasons - a chance to 
make a difference in young people's lives, to support them when they are down; to put them 
back on track when they have been errant; to offer them encouragement when they are 
making progress.  Young people energise you.  If teachers don't feel excited about coming 
into school on the first day of a new school year, they should give the job away.  The 
opportunity of a fresh start, some new faces and the promise and potential that the year 
holds, should excite you.  On a daily basis, I have found each and every Lindisfarne boy by 
their enthusiasm, positivity or achievements, has the potential to lift one's spirit, to stimulate 
you for the challenges ahead. 
 
Whether a high point or a challenging event, one constant has been the fantastic support of 
the wider College community.  What we have at this school is unique.  Our parents, both past 
and present are hugely loyal and the best marketing tool we can have.  Generous of their 
time, finances and expertise, Judith and myself have always felt extremely affirmed and have 
greatly appreciated the support, encouragement and friendship offered to us, by the parents 
of the Lindisfarne community. 
 
So I leave Lindisfarne, when it is hopefully in great heart; with a fantastically enthusiastic, 
committed and dedicated staff and a wise and level headed group of college councilors who 
will help to ensure its success in the future. 
 
Finally I want to pay tribute to my wife Judith.  For most of us we have an ace up our sleeves; 
one that we know is there but is not often acknowledged publically, I am speaking of our 
partners, who we sometimes only allow to watch from a distance, but whose observations 
have clarity that we often can't see ourselves.  The Rectorship has a significant impact on a 
person's family life.  I have been fortunate to have had the support of an extremely patient, 
tolerant, supportive wife, who has enjoyed living on site amongst two hundred plus teenage 
boys.  School leadership is a team effort and one of the most important components of such a 
team is your soul mate.  I have really valued and appreciated the part that Judith has played 
in the college's achievements and successes over the past decade.

ACADEMIC EXCELLENCE 

 
FURTHER PRESTIGIOUS TERTIARY SCHOLARSHIPS 

 
In the November newsletter we reported on the achievements of William Duley, Oliver 
Leicester, Hugh McHugh, Liam McRedmond, Chris Read, Sam Skerman and George 
Willis in being awarded prestigious scholarships. 
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We have recently been informed that William Duley has been awarded his third tertiary 
scholarship - the Lincoln University Scholarship for Excellence (i.e. $4000 p.a.), having 
previously been awarded a Futures Leadership scholarship ($5000 p.a.) and a Jeff 
Sanderson Farm Scholarship ($2000 p.a.). 
 

YEAR 13 SUCCESS IN UNIVERSITY EXTRA MURAL PAPERS 

 
As part of our accelerate programme, we provide an opportunity for a number of our most 
senior students to sit extra mural university papers which are funded by our STAR resources.  
In Year 12, a core of our students are provided with the opportunity of sitting NCEA Level 3 a 
year earlier than most other schools.  Many of these promoted boys, have then sat 
scholarship in some of the same subjects the year after.  We have found their study at a 
tertiary level, has assisted them greatly when attempting the National Scholarship 
examinations, helping them to clarify and enhance their subject understanding.  A side benefit 
of the programme, is that these extra mural papers helps the students to shorten the length of 
the period it takes them to achieve their Bachelor's degree at university.

With Hugh's result in his Canterbury University paper (i.e. shared with three other students), 
the top mark of 79/80 in this final tertiary examination, placing him sixth overall and Sean 
ninth, in this demanding distance learning Mathematics course. 
 
 

YEAR 9 AND 10 ENGLISH RESEARCH PROJECT 

 
The year 9 and 10 research projects were recently assessed by English class teachers and 
judged by Mr Reimana Johnson (Year 9) and Mrs. Beverley Harrison (Year 10).  The Year 
9 students were required to research aspects of 'local Maori culture including historic 
personalities, myths and legends'.   The Year 10 project was 'The year my 
Grandfather/Grandmother was the age I am now'! 
 
These projects were designed to introduce and familiarise boys with research techniques, that 
are essential in senior NCEA courses.  Emphasis is placed on ensuring boys use a variety of 
sources, are analytical and discriminatory about these sources and do not merely "cut and 
paste" chunks of information from the research.  Boys were expected to put the information 
they discovered into their own words.  Overall the work for this project proved to be of 
impressive quality, at both levels.  Boys learnt valuable lessons about  their region/own 
extended families.

CAREERS CORNER 

 
Universities may bring in schemes to restrict enrolments.  
 
There are very strong hints that NZ Universities will enter a new phase from 2010 (Year 13 
students in 2010 will be first to be affected) of having to restrict University enrolment from 
2010 onwards. All universities are likely to be doing this, because of the shortfall in 
government funding. Universities are saying that there are more students wanting to go to 
University than there are funds provided by Government and that as a result they are going to 
have to restrict entry to operate within their budgets. 
 
This has very significant ramifications for all students considering university as an option 
when they complete schooling. I believe there will also be changes at Polytechnics and the 
like, though we have no details or information at present. The Government is really saying 
that the country has to live within its means and that there will be budget restraints on 
Government spending as it applies to Tertiary Education (and clearly other sectors)  
 
Auckland University has been restricting entry, using a órank scoreô system for two years. 
Aucklandôs system allocates a rank score based on a students best 80 credits at NCEA level 
3 or higher over a maximum of 5 approved subjects. All subjects taught at Lindisfarne are 
óapproved.ô   Aucklandôs rank score is calculated by awarding points for up to 24 credits taken 
at level 3 in each of the approved subjects. 
 
Every óexcellenceô credit receives 4 points, ómeritô credits receive 3 points and achieved 
credits receive 2 points. Using this formula across a studentôs best 80 credits gives them their 
órank scoreô.   Auckland University then publish a table which indicates the rank score a 
student needs to achieve to have ñguaranteedò entry into a degree course and it varies 
depending on which degree it is. If a student does not gain the required rank score they will 



not be offered a place in that degree. This information is detailed in their Undergraduate 
Prospectus each year. 
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To date I know of no Lindisfarne student who has been disadvantaged by this scheme, as 
they knew in advance what was required and delivered the necessary requirements through 
their record of learning at NCEA level 3. 
 
Other NZ Universities are likely to opt for similar schemes though they may not be exactly the 
same. Some universities are not growing as fast as others and may be able to manage 
enrolments within their existing budgets, but others will not and new restricted entry schemes 
are likely to be announced. 
 
NZQA, the authority who sets the national standard for UE or University Entrance, has made 
no changes to the criteria for gaining University Entrance. That remains the same. It is the 
Universities themselves which are introducing or proposing the restricted entry criteria, so 
they can work within the funds allocated by Government. 
 
Year 12 Students 
 
Year 12 students need the best record of learning they are capable of achieving.  If they are 
planning to go to University and want to be in a Hostel then their record of learning in NCEA 
level 2 will be the most significant factor in their being allocated a place in a Hostel. Some 
students think they can cruise through Year 12, because it is Year 13 NCEA level 3 which 
really counts, which of course is also true, but NCEA level 2 is what they will use to get into 
Hostels. 
 
Success and achievement in NCEA level 2 is also very important because students use their 
Level 2 record of learning to apply for Scholarships in their seventh form year. There are 
some fantastic scholarships out there but academic achievement is a high priority in many, if 
not most.  Getting NCEA level one, two or three endorsed with Excellenceô is very prestigious 
and students should strive to accumulate as many excellence credits as they can. 50 
Excellence credits or more, mean a student can have their NCEA level endorsed with 
Excellence.  This significantly enhances a student's likelihood of being offered a place in a 
Hostel of first choice.  
 
Having your NCEA level endorsed with Merit is also beneficial and is a very realistic target for 
most boys to achieve. Again you need 50 merit credits or higher to gain that endorsement. 
Applying for a place in a University Hostel is in fact a competition, because there are more 
applications than places. Academic success and achievement is one of the key factors in 
being allocated a place in a Hostel and your sons need to realise this in advance and make 
sure they make the most of their opportunities to build up an impressive record of learning. 
 
       
Year 13 Students  
 
With the very strong possibility that NZ Universities will have some kind of órestricted entryô 
scheme for 2011, you are strongly advised to be informed in advance so you know what 
minimums you have to achieve to get entry to your desired degree course. 
 
You are also strongly advised to accumulate as many excellence and merit credits as you can 
at Level 3, so if the other Universities bring in a órank scoreô system similar to the Auckland 
University system, you advantage yourself as best you can, (i.e. you accumulate enough 
points to be offered and gain entry to the undergraduate degree you want to enrol in). 
 
We are not trying to óscareô students or parents by alerting you to these probable changes, but 
feel the earlier you know that there are changes coming the better everyone can be prepared. 
The Auckland system as far as we can tell, is working well for most people. There is an 
ongoing expectation that students need to ówork hardô and achieve ótheir bestô which seems to 
me to be good preparation for life and certainly isnôt new.  - Barry Musson Careers Advisor

The following is an example of one of the thought provoking and well structured sermons 
delivered by our Year 9 students.  In this case Durham Houseôs, Callum Hardieôs sermon 
entitled  - ñWhat do we really need in our lives today?ò 

 
Throughout the bible one theme is repeated that all we need is to have a meaningful 

relationship with the Lord, just think about that.   

 

More than anything else we need to have a meaningful relationship with the Lord, 

that could be through the love of our families, or through our prayers at home and 

at school.  When I first heard this reading I focused mainly on the words of 

Matthew when he said òWhen you are praying do not heap up empty phrasesó.  

This is the thing that caught my attention, and its something that I do as well.  If 

we are praying by ourselves, we often think about our wants and not our needs 

and the needs of others.   

 

All that Matthew says we need, is our daily bread from the Lord and to pray from 

our heart.  We donõt actually need the extravagances in our every day life. 

 

As a teenager, it is often hard to know the difference between what we need and 

what we want, many things in this world today compete for our attention and 

affection.  

 

Many needs in this world today are different and it depends largely on where you 

live.  Imagine you are home on the couch watching TV and the advertisements are 

on é.. a World Vision campaign flashes oné it shows starving children sitting 

outside their shackséwell what do they need? éé food, clean water, medication, 

clothes, proper housing and an education.  According to World Vision all it would 

take is a dollar a day and their life would be dramatically changed. 

 

With so many different tragedies around the world and in Hawkeõs Bay, we often 

get confused with our wants and our needs.  Think of the recent tsunami in Samoa.  

The people who are left, actually need so many different things, they need building 



materials, clothes, support from their families, but most of all they need help from 

friends and family to overcome their trauma of losing so many loved ones.   
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 There are countries in the Middle East who are still fighting wars which have been 

going on for decades, these people need peace before they destroy their countries 

people. 

 

There have been accidents in the past few weeks which have involved people from 

our school and other schools in Hawkeõs Bay.  Those people who survived these 

accidents need to understand that they have been given a second chance and they 

need to know not to waste that chance feeling sorry for themselves and others.   

They need to feel forgiveness and to be forgiven by those around them.  Itõs these 

people and ones like them, who we need to think about when praying. 

 

Most of the junior boarders at Lindisfarne complain about morning trades that we 

do every day.  Any more than 20 minutes and most people start slacking off, 

already thinking about their nice hot breakfast waiting for them in the dining 

room.   There are places in Africa where people spend their entire lives sifting 

through rubbish dumps looking for something to sell or make into clothing.   Just 

remember that these people who are mostly women and children, they will do this 

for most of their lives without much food in their stomach. 

 

We have so many things that others do not and often take them for granted - well 

then what do we need?  IPod touch, fast bike, hot girlfriend, lots of cash!    We 

have all the things we needé.. we have the essentials, but its human nature to 

always want more. 

 

At Lindisfarne we live in a privileged community, we have warm clothes, three 

meals a day and the opportunity for an outstanding education in academics as well 

as arts, music and drama.  We have plenty of chances to get involved in sports and 

our most stressful times are usually during exams.  So next time we bow our heads 

in prayer, be thankful that we have all the things we need, be mindful of the needs 

of others and realise that what we want is not always what we need.

As a community that prides itself on its óChristian Dimensionô and one which places 
importance on developing óGood Menô, we felt that it was crucial that we encourage our 
students to turn these ideals into action and foster the qualities of compassion, empathy, 
tolerance and integrity through a service programme.

Each participant was required to keep a 
Service Diary outlining what they learnt from their experience.  Excellence awards were 
presented to boys who through their service far exceeded expectations, or who went to very 
significant lengths to assist others. 
 
From analysing the comments made by boys in their service booklets this year, we will be 
able to provide better suggestions in next yearôs service booklet, to guide boys as to the kinds 
of service activities they can get involved in.  Boys have been very resourceful and have 
found some very worthwhile organisations and individuals to serve, but perhaps the best 
aspect of the whole programme has been the comments many boys wrote in the diary section 
about what they learnt from their service experience.   Many of those comments certainly 
prove the worth of the programme and validate and evidence the quote by Ralph Waldo 
Emerson (American essayist, philosopher and poet), which featured in the service booklet 
when he says ï ñIt is one of the most beautiful compensations of life, that no man can 
sincerely try to help another without helping himselfò.  It is clear from what many boys wrote 
that the service programme was meaningful to them and certainly showed them that many of 
us are indeed privileged and that many in our communities are not as fortunate as we are. 
Many boys also commented about how grateful recipients of service were, that there were 
young people prepared to give a little of their time to help someone else.  As a Christian 
School, it is timely that we are seen to be truly turning our stated ideals into meaningful 
actions which in some small but personal way, betters the lives of others.

THREE MEDALS IN THE NATIONAL SECONDARY SCHOOLSô 

TRACK AND FIELD CHAMPIONSHIPS IN NELSON 2009 

 
It is possible that 2009 will be remembered as possibly the most successful National 
Championships campaign that Lindisfarne track and field has enjoyed.  The sport has ridden 
the crest of a wave throughout the year, and the performances of 7 athletes capped it all off 
extremely well.  The 7 athletes returned from these Championships with three medals, a great 
return from the 10 events competed in, with all 7 athletes performing fantastically well, in 
some cases exceeding expectations, in what can best be described as difficult weather 
conditions for good track and field performances. 
 
Middle distance runner Matthew Taylor went to Timaru with high expectations of himself, and 
was certainly able to deliver.  His gold medal in the junior 3000m in a time of 9min. 07.67 
was an outstanding performance and is likely to be a real highlight of his running career to 
date.  He was also one of the top qualifiers in the 1500m which was run just 3 hours after the 
3000m and it was difficult to recover enough to do this race justice.  His 5

th
 placing was still a 

fine effort, in what was a very competitive field. 
 
Liam Murphy competing in the junior javelin, produced the results he has long been waiting 
for, when he took a silver medal with a 48 metre throw, in windy conditions that really did not 
suit javelin throwing.  This outstanding effort put real pressure on the eventual winner from 
Tauranga, who threw one throw over 50 metres to take the title.  Sam Godwin also in the 
junior javelin produced outstanding throws which saw him earn 6

th
 place overall with his 40 

metre performance, a huge personal best for Sam.  He has the opportunity to extend this next 
year with another year in this same age group.  Also in the javelin, was Sam Martin 
competing in the senior grade for the first year, gained 11

th
 place with a 46 metre throw. 

Although this was below his best, it was a great effort and proved Sam is certainly able to 
compete alongside the best throwers in the country. 
 
Lindisfarneôs third medal was gained in the road race where their only runner was Simon 
Stallard, who gained a bronze in the Year 9 3km. event.  It was a very courageous run from 
Simon who was shadowed all of the way by a runner who was just 5 metres from the line 
when he overtook Simon to deny him the silver.  To be the third best Year 9 road runner in 
New Zealand is an outstanding achievement though for Simon and just reward for what has 
been a great season for him also. 
 
The second year 9 athlete to compete was Callum Hardie in the very competitive junior shot 
put, an event where he is competing against year 10 and some year 11 throwers.  This was 
Callum's first experience of competition at this level and his final 6

th
 placing was exceptional.  

His 12.2 metre throw, although well below his best, was a fine effort and he can feel proud of 
his achievements.  Interestingly the final winner from Takapuna Grammar, broke the old 16 
metre record by an incredible 4 metres to take it beyond 20 metres, a performance which 
would have also won the senior event.  Callum has huge potential in shot put, and with 
another year in this age group there is reason to be optimistic for 2010. 
 



Waka Smit was the 7
th
 athlete and the one who had the busiest programme.  Relying on 

huge natural talent, Waka was able to make it through to the quarter finals in the highly 
competitive 100m and he finished 10

th
 in the triple jump.  This means that Waka moves into 

the senior ranks in 2010, and it is hoped he will continue to perform well. 
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Lindisfarne can be extremely proud of its athletes competing amongst the best 2400 athletes 
from all around the country, and the great thing is that all these athletes will be back in 2010 
to compete at the national championships being held in Hastings at the new Regional Sports 
Park in Percival Road. 

 
DEFEAT IN THE REV. DOUG STORKEY MEMORIAL TENNIS 

EXCHANGE 

 
On Saturday November 7

th
, Lindisfarne was hosted by Napier Boysô High School for the 

Annual Rev. Doug Storkey Memorial Tennis exchange.  
  
Rev. Storkey was a Napier Boysô High School old boy, who was a very prominent figure in our 
schoolôs history.   Nationally recognised as one of N.Z.ôs most influential preachers, when 
Rev. Storkey moved back to the Hawkeôs Bay, he became Lindisfarneôs first Chaplain (i.e. 
1974 to 1982) and is fondly remembered by many long standing members of the College 
community. 
 
The annual Tennis competition, sees the top six seniors and top six juniors from both schools 
compete against each other in singles and doubles matches.  Lindisfarne won the first four 
encounters for the trophy, with Napier Boysô coming back strongly to win in both 2008 and 
2009.  Napier Boysô won all six double matches.  In the junior games, all three combinations 
proved competitive and had their chances, with the pairings of Simon Stallard/Rhys Wynne-
Lewis and Cameron Pease/William Read forcing their opponents to play three sets for their 
victories. 
 
In the singles matches, Henry Yule was the only senior winner; but both Ben Wynne Lewis 
and Michael Owen lost in tie breakers.  Juniors, Benson Thomas and Hamish Penny 
displayed determination in their single games, with Benson winning 6-3, 1-6 and 7-6.  The 
overall result being a convincing 16-2 victory to Napier Boysô High School, our biggest losing 
margin in any Tennis exchange for many years. 

 
LINDISFARNE COLTS AT NAPIER BOYSô INVITATIONAL 

CRICKET FESTIVAL 

 
For the first time in many years, in week eight of the term, Lindisfarne College was invited to 
be one of 12 teams at this festival.  The format of the festival meant there was no overall 
winner.  We were drawn to play Palmerston North Boysô, New Plymouth Boysô High, Francis 
Douglas College, and Tauranga Boysô College. 
 
In our first game on the Monday, we won the toss and bowled against Palmerston and James 
Harrison, Ben Reid and Jack Arnall all bowled well on an uneven wicket to dismiss the 
opposition for 110 with James Harrison gaining the best figures of 3-21 off 7 overs.  Angus 
Smith bowled economically with 2-15 off 8 overs.  Michael DôEsposito then made quick 
work of this total with 63 including 56 in boundaries.  The winning runs coming in the 26

th
 

over. 
 
The Tuesday against New Plymouth Boysô, we once again won the toss and batted first on a 
worse pitch that we thought would deteriorate as the drizzly day wore on.  DôEsposito and 
Harvey added 73 for the second wicket and batted with great discipline. No one really 
capitalised on this good start and we were all out for 157.  However, on this pitch Jack Arnall 
was unplayable and finished with 4 wickets for 5 runs off 9 overs.  DôEsposito also bowled 
tightly with 1-8 off 6 overs and Harrison Cater 1-4 off 5 overs.  Lindisfarne won by 76 runs. 
 
On the Thursday, we won the toss again on the third day and batted against a disciplined and 
determined Francis Douglas College team.  DôEsposito again anchored the innings with 41 
and Collin, Cater and Thompson also threatened to stick around but too many rash shots 
meant we were dismissed for 121 in 44 overs.  Rain then halted play for this and the 
remaining match.

REMINDER OF MOTOR VEHICLE REGULATIONS 

 
In 2007 the College Council introduced Motor Vehicle by-laws which came into effect at the 
start of the 2008 academic year. 
 
 

1. No Year 11 students are allowed to bring their motor vehicles to and from school in 
2010. 

 
2. - Year 12 dayboys, who have their restricted licence and  who have completed a 

Defensive Driving course, will be able to apply to Mr. Howlett to bring a motor vehicle 
for travel to and from school from Term One 2010. 

 
 - Year 12 boarders, who have completed a Defensive Driving course, can apply to Mr. 

             Petersen to bring cars from the start of term four 2010. 
 

2. Year 13, or students who have their full licence, may apply for permission to use a  
Motor vehicle from the start of Term One 2010. 

 
Students who bring a motor vehicle without permission or without complying with the 
above requirements, will be viewed as being blatantly disobedient and risk a Stand 
Down or suspension from Lindisfarne College.  All students using a motor vehicle to 
travel to and from the college must park it on Lyndhurst Road or in the secured car 
park at the Farne. 
 
 
 

HAIRCUTS AND COLOURING 

 
We would appreciate it, if parents could be quite proactive in ensuring that all boys have a 
hair cut in the final week of January.  The College requires that hair should not touch a 
studentôs ears or the collar of their shirt and must be well groomed at all times.  The Collegeôs 
senior management, will have no hesitation on the first day of school, sending students who 
donôt meet this by-law to the Collegeôs barber on the first day of school.  Our preference 
though, is for the boysô themselves, or families, to take responsibility for a haircut just prior to 
the start of the 2010 academic year. 
 
Occasionally, we have a small number of boys who have their hair blonded or dyed over the 
Christmas break.  All hair must be returned to its natural colour before the commencement of 
school.  Boys who havenôt attended to this will be sent to the hairdresser at their own 
expense.
