KENNETH DYE,
VISITS LINDISFARNE

Dr. Kenneth Dye, Director of Bands and Professor of Music at the University of Notre Dame,
visited our College in June. Lindisfarne College has had a close, special working relationship
with Notre Dame over the past seven years.

Dr. Dye first visited Lindisfarne in 2003, where he wrote 'Jubilatte’, a celebratory piece for the
Coll e gt%mlﬁlee.S He returned in 2004 with the Notre Dame Band. Lindisfarne has
annually benefited from having Notre Dame Music students in our College working with our
musicians and bands for the past six years. Our boys and staff have regularly visited Chicago
and its famous University i Dr. Dye directs the Notre Dame Marching band, which consists of
400 musicians, who play before packed stadiums of 82,000 spectators. He was the
composer/arranger for the Sydney 2000 Olympic band, Assistant Band Director for the 1984
Olympics and has produced over 800 works for bands and orchestras world wide. He has
conducted orchestras in the Sydney Opera House, the Mozartum in Salzburg, Austria and the
Beijing Concert Hall.

SPORTING ENDEAVOUR

SUCCESSFUL SCOTS COLLEGE WINTER SPORTS|
EXCHANGE

On June 16th and 17th, our Senior Sports teams were hosted by our Presbyterian Brother
School, Scots College, in Wellington.

In cold, but sunny conditions, with the ground soft underfoot, the 1st Soccer Xl started slowly
and it was Scots who scored first in the twentieth minute. Tim Stephens on debut for the 1st
XI, hit back ten minutes later, when he scored the equalizer before half time. Lindisfarne
played with better intensity in the second half, but after being on attack for much of the third
quarter, it was Scots who broke the deadlock and ran out the winners 4-1 - with a score line
that didn't really reflect the match.

In the 1st Rugby XV fixture, Lindisfarne led 5-0 at half time having played into the wind. In the
second half, we dominated the forward battle and ran in four further tries. Captain, Daniel
Walker, had a superb game at first-five eight and was a constant threat on attack, scoring two
tries. Other tries went to Ben Bunworth, George Mackie and Jimmy Ellis Jones. Going
into the holidays the 1st XV had won 9 of their 11 games this season.

At the National Hockey Stadium in Wellington, our 1st Hockey Xl played a Scots team that
are in a similar rebuilding phase as our own. In the first half of the match, both teams showed
a willingness to push the ball around and each enjoyed scoring opportunities, good
interchanges of passing and swift counter attacks. At the break, the hosts lead 1-0 but in the
second half Lindisfarne's dominance became more evident. After a breakdown from a penalty
corner, Scott Reid converted and then Thomas Yule struck the winning blow from a further
penalty corner.

In the morning, all of the teams involved in the exchange attended a Debate between the two
schools. Senior Debaters, Colin Chisholm, Luke Gilmore and Andrew Beacham, affirmed
the moot that - "This house supports the legalisation of commercial whaling". Debating
against a strong Scots team, which included a member of the Wellington Regional team, our
seniors gave a fine account of themselves, putting forward strong arguments that it was better
to legalise whaling and tighten up on the control of the numbers, rather than have the present
situation, where countries are flaunting the International Whaling Commission. In a very close
debate, Scots emerged the winner by seven points. The overall result of the 2009 Scots
exchange being a 2-2 draw.



CROSS COUNTRY RUNNERS ENJOY OUTSTANDING|
SUCCESS IN ECNI CHAMPIONSHIPS|

A team of 18 Lindisfarne Cross Country runners travelled to Gisborne on Wednesday June
10th, winning four titles, in ideal cool and still conditions at the A. & P. Showgrounds.

Most Hawke's Bay and Poverty Bay schools were represented, with large fields in all age
groups. Lindisfarne for the first time in a number of years, took out both the three and six
man team events in the Year 9 division, and finished second in both team groups in the
Junior, and in the six man event for the Senior Division.

The year 9's set the standard in their 3km race consisting of 2 laps of a 1500m circuit. Simon
Stallard looked comfortable from the beginning with Thomas McHardy, Peter Livingston
and Fintan Minehan also performing strongly. Simon maintained his fast early pace to gain
1st place in the year 9 category in a promising time of 10 minutes, 10 seconds, to break the
record set by Lindisfarne's Matt Taylor in 2008 by seven seconds. Thomas McHardy came
in at 5th as Lindisfarne's second fastest year 9, with Peter Livingston and Fintan Minehan
not far behind gaining 6th and 7th respectively. Matt Francis and Cameron Hassall also
finished strongly coming in at 18th and 23rd. This meant that Lindisfarne won both the 3 man
and the 6 man team events in the year 9 category.

Our next race of the day was the junior boy's grade, which included all under 16 year old
runners not in the year 9 race. In a quality field of nearly 40 runners, Lindisfarne were looking
for medals in all three categories - individual, 3 man and 6 man. The race began at a fast
pace that few would maintain for the duration of the 4km course. Matt Taylor broke out of the
lead pack roughly a kilometre into the race and continued to put distance between himself
and the other runners for the remainder of the race, to finish 200m ahead of second place, in
a time of 13 minutes and 17 seconds, breaking the record that had belonged to Lindisfarne's
James Holden in 2006 by six seconds; Liam Murphy was Lindisfarne's second runner home
coming through in 5th place followed by William Read in 11th, Tom McHugh in 22nd, Angus
Schaw in 23rd and Joel Willetts in 27th. In the Junior Division, Lindisfarne gained the silver
in both the 3 and 6 man category.

In the final event of the day, the senior team set out on their 6km race. Michael Drinkwater
had a strong race to finish 2nd in a time of 21 minutes and 10 seconds. The next runner to
complete the course was Henry Yule in 16th place. Next best finisher was Abraham Corban
in 20th, Monty Morgan in 21st, Alex Mayhead in 23rd and Brett Sceats in 24th. With
Lindisfarne finishing second in the six man team event in the senior division.

Overall, an extremely successful regional Cross Country event for our College. Simon
Stallard and Matthew Taylor's record breaking achievement in both the Year 9 and Junior
event was a real confidence booster for the Nationals in Nelson. Impressively all of the
Lindisfarne runners performed with real determination and courage and can be proud of their
achievement in the ECNI event.

TOP TEN FINISH IN THE NZSS CROSS COUNTRY|
CHAMPIONSHIP|

A team of ten runners travelled to Nelson, for the N.Z.S.S. Cross Country championships held
at Saxon Field on Saturday June 20th. The course proved firm and dry but challenging, with
plenty of obstacles to break the runners stride and to separate the large field of over 200
runners in each of the age groupings.

Matt Francis, Cameron Hassall, Peter Livingston, Tom McHardy, Fintan Minehan and
Simon Stallard lined up in a field of the fastest 220 Year 9 boys in the country. Simon
Stallard stayed with the leaders the whole way, around the 3000 metre course, showing the
good form he had displayed in the ECNI championships, to be the first Lindisfarne team
member home, with a tenth placing, Tom (9th), Peter (129th) and Simon placed our three
man team sixteenth in the country, while Fintan 148, Matt 180, Cameron 185 enabled our
six man team to finish in eleventh place.

SWINE FLU UPDATE|

In the middle of June the Minister of Health, announced that New Zealand was moving to a
Amana@imlmase in its I nfluenza A (H1N1) Swine Flu st

/A REMINDER OF THE COLLEGE MOTOR VEHICLE BY-LAWS|

As outlined late in 2007, the College Council introduced new Motor Vehicle rules, which came
into force at the start of 2008.

(1) No Year 11 students have been allowed to bring Motor Vehicles to and from
school since the start of 2008.

(2) All Year 12 Dayboys, who have their restricted licence and who have completed a
Defensive Driving course, will be able to apply to bring a Motor Vehicle for travel
to and from school from Term 1 2009.

- Year 12 Boarders who have completed a Defensive Driving course, can apply
to bring cars from the start of Term 3, 2009.

3) Year 13, or students who have their full licence, may apply for permission to use
a Motor Vehicle from the start of Term 1, 2009.

Students who bring a Motor Vehicle without permission, or the above requirements, will be
viewed as being blatantly disobedient and risk a Stand Down or Suspension from Lindisfarne
College.

This has been a difficult and stressful term. With our Music students caught up in the Swine
Flu scare in the first three weeks and a number of students involved in the use of Marijuana
while under the Collegeb6s jurisdiction at
ten weeks challenging.

However, it is important to keep things in perspective. When reading over the senior boys
(Year 11, 12 and 13) reports, it does not take long to realise the reason why you get so much
positive fulfillment from a career in education. While working with young men, can at times be
challenging, it is also hugely rewarding, helping and watching them grow, mature and fulfill
their potential.
