As parents you can support the College and lift the level of your son(s) academic achievement by
encouraging him to strive to achieve an endorsed certificate and seek Merit and Excellence
grades in each of his Achievement Standards. A number of tertiary institutions and universities
are restricting entry based on the number of Credits gained at Merit and Excellence level, so
achievement of these grades increases in importance.

Another interesting finding of the study related to the value of involvement in extracurricular
activities in relation to academic achievementi i Anot her finding was that some
extracurricular activities, including part-time work, sport or other activity, is related positively to
achievement. Students who do a few hours of outside activities a week do better in school than
those who donot and better than those who do so f ol
probably because students engage in extracurricular activities of interest to them that also have
the potential to develop further their interpersonal and work habit skills. These enhanced skills in
turn can be applied to school work. But there is a limit. Students who spend many hours doing
other things simply won6t have time to study and do v

In week 6 of term 3, two Intermediate school teams were involved in the 27" annual Mathletics
competition held at Havelock North Intermediate. The three hour Mathematics competition
comprised of a series of individual and group problem solving questions. It was held over two
separate evenings, one for Year Seven and one for Year Eight. The Year Seven team consisting
of Sam Broome, Logan Miller and Sam Combs performed well on the night against quality
opposition but were unable to gain a place in the top fifteen. The Year Eight team consisting of
Nicholas Broome, Hamish Muir and Harry Wilcox performed very well and were rewarded by
being named third best non intermediate school in the competition. It should be noted that this
was a very difficult competition with over a hundred
Bay and as far away as Taupo. Many of the large Intermediate schools have also been preparing
their students in special Mathletics classes and camps since the start of the year. All the
Lindisfarne students conducted themselves admirably and they can be proud of their efforts.

Hostel Applications

By mid October, students who have been offered a place in a Hostel at the University of their
choice,int he o6first round of of fersdo wildl have been not
Usually they are required to pay a deposit which secures their place. It is critical that students act
immediately and must respond to all communications so they need to check their mail and emails
on a regular basis. At some universities they can check the status of their hostel application on

line.

If your son has not received an offer of a place in the first round of offers his application will have
been forwarded on to his second choice hostel and he will have to wait until those applications
have been processed, considered and offers made. Students can and will be anxious at this time.
They can ring student accommodation at the university and check their application status but
really they just have to wait for the process to complete. This is why those who are offered a

place in the first round must act immediately becaus e i f they donot it del ays
increases the anxiety for others. This process repeats to round 3 and even round 4 for some
student s. The quality of your sonés application has

place. We are hearing unconfirmed reports back from Victoria University in Wellington that
Lindisfarne boys are not looked on favourably at Weir House as a couple of students this year
have behaved in a way which is unacceptable and below what the Hostel management are
prepared to put up with. This is unfortunate as it disadvantages our students this year and
tarnishes our reputation. As far as we know this does not apply to any Hostels other than Weir.
So if your son has applied for Weir House, the events of 2009 could impact on placement.

Some boys have applied for hostels in 2 or 3 universities and may receive multiple offers of

places. If they have not decided which university they intend studying at, then they may have to

pay deposits to more than one university iftheywant t o oO6hol dd their place. | f
aware that he may not get his other deposits back.
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Next year when your son arrives at his hostel he will have to pay in advance for his hostel
accommodation so it is important that everyone is aware of this factor. It varies from place to
place but often it is the first 10 weeks and that is a sizeable amount to front up with.

Studying at University-Wh at 6 s Di f ferent ?

University requires a more proactive and independent attitude to attendance, study and
interaction with academic staff. This is a big change from schooling at Lindisfarne and student
success at Tertiary study will largely depend on their ability to make the necessary changes and
adjustments

Independent learning Environment

Lectures and tutorial format is the predominant style of teaching. Lectures can have up to 300
students. It is likely that your son will have only 12 to 15 direct contact hours per week. The rest
of the time students are expected to do background reading, researching or writing in their own
time. There is minimal contact with teaching staff - students are expected to approach them if
they need to ask anything.

Independent learning style
Lectures are just the beginning - students need to read, research, discuss and revise material
outside contact times. No-one checks attendance at lectures.

Students should expect to spend two hours working independently for every one hour of lecture
or tutorial time, which adds up to between 36-45 hours a week for most first year students. No-
one checks up or reminds students of due dates or tells them where to find information. Students
need to keep track of assignment dates and lecture and tutorial times and locations. Students
must be self managing. This is different to school and students must manage this change if they
want to cope and succeed.

Student Survival

Students must develop independent learning skills. To succeed at university, it will help if you are
well organised and know how to work independently. Study Skills workshops are offered at the
start of the year so students who have not learnt these skills must take advantage of this
opportunity.

Motivation and focus will help to keep you on track. Having a work ethic, being productive and
good at time management, being able to concentrate and prioritise and knowing when to say no,
are essential skills. Know why you are at university and understand from the start what your long
term goals, both career and personal are. University is an expensive waytolear n t hat
have the skills and personal qualities required to succeed.

Ask for help. There are many people employed at University to help you succeed including your
lecturers and tutors. Learning to ask when you are not sure will help you both academically and
when seeking information of a more personal nature eg financial advice or career counselling.

Be resourceful and open to new ideas, concepts, people and change. University is your
opportunity to get involved with different people and different activities, new subjects and
challenging ideas.

Keep vour life in balance

University and everything you can do there, is fantastic! Join a club, get involved with student
activities, keep up your fitness levels, eat well, socialise and keep happy! Be aware of the pitfalls
S0 you see them coming and can avoid them.

Find a balance between study, relaxing, socialising and meeting your expectations and
commitments. Only your son can make these things happen. Every year boys leave Lindisfarne
having the qualifications to enter University but every year there are those who do not succeed at
university and it is always because they do not or cannot find the right balance.

I am writing to help you as parents understand so you can better help support your sons as they
move on to University or Polytech. They will love the tertiary experience and all that goes with it
but the exhilaration and excitement needs to be balanced with reality. What | have written about
needs to be considered and actioned by your sons so they go into the next phase of learning with
their eyes open and prepared in advance.

College is our adherence to high standards. In the 2006 Community Survey 32 families (16% of
respondents) stated that the promotion of high standards - of work, values and discipline was
what they identified as Lindisfarne's Special Character (i.e. the third highest category of the
survey).
