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DEAR PARENTS AND FRIENDS

With just two weeks until the crucial three hour Benchmark examinations, for Years 11, 12
and 13 and only ten weeks before they begin their NCEA External examinations, Senior
students must now focus their major energy and attention on maximising their performance in
National Qualifications. While this will be made harder in the next few weeks, with many boys
involved in National and North Island Tournaments for Winter sports teams, the boys will
need to manage their commitments and priorities carefully.

As a College, we put the greatest emphasis not just on the number of credits our boys gain,
but the quality of their grades they are able to achieve. At school assemblies we recognise
and affirm any boy over the year, who gains an 'Excellence' grade in an Internally assessed
Achievement Standard. We challenge each of our boys to achieve an "Endorsed" NCEA
Certificate. Endorsement of Certificates was introduced in 2007, to provide recognition of
those students who gain their National Certificate with predominantly either Merit or
Excellence grades - those students who gain 50 or more credits with either Merit or
Excellence, gain a National Certificate "Endorsed with Merit", while those who gain 50 or
more credits at Excellence level, receive their N.C.E.A. qualification "Endorsed with
Excellence".

With schools using both Unit Standards and Achievement Standards to gain NCEA credits, an
Endorsed National Certificate indicates that a candidate hasn't just passed, but has gained
the qualification with a high quality set of grades. This will increasingly become important to
employers and tertiary institutions, enabling them to identify the most academically able
candidates and those students who have applied themselves with determination, persistence
and consistency. Auckland University has recently published criteria, that restricts entry to
particular courses, on the number of Merit and Excellence grades gained. With changes to
Tertiary funding, places in desirable University courses, will increasingly become more
competitive. The qualification of University Entrance will not, in the future, be sufficient in
itself, to gain entry into competitive Tertiary courses.

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A team of Victoria University researchers recently undertook research on the impact of
introducing endorsement of the NCEA Certificate. They found -
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From these findings and our own observations of the "Best practice of boys", we believe that
it is clearly important that parents and the boys understand the value of "Endorsed" National
Certificates. Competition and the attainment of high personal goals, are crucial to maximising
each Lindisfarne student's achievement.

SPORTING ENDEAVOUR

JAMES HOLDEN WINS THREE GOLD AND A BRONZE MEDAL]

Over the July holiday James Holden (Year 13), travelled to Queensland with the New
Zealand Junior Development team, to run in an International Athletics meeting against 300
talented athletes from Australia, United States and the Pacific region.

James performed exceptionally well, winning Gold medals in the Under 18 1500m, Open
2000m Steeplechase, Under 18 4 x 400m relay and a Bronze in the Under 20 medley. He
narrowly missed a medal in the Under 18 3000m, when he finished fourth.

We continue to be extremely proud of James' success. He has now had top placing in 2008
in the North Island Secondary School Athletics championships, the East Coast North Island
Cross Country, the recent International event in Australia and the World Secondary Schools'
Cross Country event in Czechoslovakia. His drive, determination and self discipline, is
impressive.

'SAM MACKAY FINISHES IN THE TOP TWENTY SAILORS IN THE WORLD|

In July, Sam MacKay (Year 10), competed in the Optimist World Championships, held in
Cesme, Turkey. Arriving a week before the event started, to enable the New Zealand team to
prepare well, Sam made a good start, leading the fleet around the first mark, of the first race
and finishing the first day in eighth position overall. Sam raced in fifteen races over six days
of competition. His best results being fourth, fifth and a sixth. Sam's final placing was
nineteenth out of a field of 255 competitors from 53 countries. Sam was the best placed
member of the New Zealand team, with Andrew McKenzie (Kohimarama) 22nd, Logan
Dunning-Beck (Waitakere) 58th, Erica Dawson (Murray's Bay) 76th and Naomi Mannering
(Napier) 88th. The New Zealand team, finished seventh overall in the Country competition
and seventh in the Teams' competition.
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Last year, Sam competed in the Optimist World championships in Sardinia and finished in a
creditable 83rd place. Sam will be justifiably proud of his improvement in rankings and
pleased with his top twenty finish, against some of the best young sailing talent in the world.
We believe he did outstandingly well.

BEN GOODWIN ACHIEVES A FOURTH AND SIXTH PLACING IN|
WORLD SAILING CHAMPIONSHIPS|

Last term, Ben Goodwin (Year 13), spent time at Takapuna Grammar School, working with
his sailing partner, Paul Snow-Hansen, in preparation for competition representing New
Zealand in the Volvo Youth Sailing, 2008 ISAF World Championships in Aarhus, Denmark
and then the International 420 Open World Championships in Athens, Greece.

In the ISAF World Championships, the boys sailed a double handed dinghy known as a 29er -
a class of boat, that they had little experience in sailing before April. Each major sailing
nation had just one crew entered for each of the different classes of racing. Paul and Ben left
New Zealand on June 28th and joined the New Zealand Youth team in Kiel, Germany to
spend a couple of days in training. In the Regatta in Denmark, each crew competed in fifteen
races with two discards. Paul and Ben's results were 6, 3, 3, 11, (14); 7,2,8,2, (13); 7,6,1,3.
They finished fourth over all in the 29er class, against competition from twenty five other
countries, an impressive result. With other team members in the Girls' Double-handed (4th),
Multi-hull Open (7th), Laser Boys (3rd), Laser Girls (3rd), Windsurfer-boys (8th), Windsurfer-
girls (8th), the New Zealand Youth team, narrowly defeated Australia to win Silver in the Volvo
Cup - having won Bronze last year in Canada.

In July, the six 'double handed' sailors travelled to Athens, to join sixteen other New Zealand
sailors, for the 420 World Championships. Paul and Ben then were involved in a qualifying
series of six races with one discard. They were sitting in second after the first day and
finished fifth with places of 12, 1, 1, 15, (BFD) in a fleet of 101 boats. The final series
consisted of 9 races instead of the scheduled 11, due to strong winds on the last day. With
two discards, Paul and Ben finished in sixth place with places of 5, (45) (33) 22, 1, 13, 18, 5,
4, 11. This regatta was mentally tough, with a long battle against very talented competition.
The shifty winds, made for very tactical racing and the boys showed huge strength of
character to achieve their commendable final placing.

Ben is an outstanding sailor, who we are sure will represent New Zealand for many years to
come. He has now sailed for the N.Z. Youth team in Canada, Greece and Denmark and
achieved fantastic results, often in unfamiliar classes of Yachts. Ben's commitment, self
discipline and motivation to the sport, have been rewarded with an excellent final placing
against the best young sailors in the world.

CONTINUED OUTSTANDING SUCCESS IN THE N.Z.S.S. ORIENTEERING|
CHAMPIONSHIPS|

This year, New Zealand Secondary Schools' orienteering championships were held in
Hamilton in July, on fast and open spur gully farmland. Lindisfarne sent a small team of four
runners hoping to reclaim the prestigious Silver trophy, for the best school.

The highlight of our College's participation occurred on the first day, when Joel Willetts,
completed an outstanding run in the Junior event, to finish over one minute ahead of his
nearest rival and to be crowned New Zealand Junior Boys' champion. Joel becomes the
fourth Lindisfarne student to hold this title with Daniel Costigan, Samuel Eames and Jack
Harker all previously taking out the event.

In the other individual race, Sam Eames finished ninth in the Senior Boys, Brett Sceats in a
keenly contested Intermediate grade finished fifth, just 52 seconds behind the eventual
winner and Jack Harker finished sixteenth in the same race.

On the second day, Sam, Brett and Jack combined in the Senior Boys relay. Brett and Jack
ran well to hand over to Sam in Sixth place. In an outstanding, gutsy run, Sam then ran down
all but one of the other schools' runners, to bring the Lindisfarne relay team home in second
place.
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Lindisfarne came away from the championship with a fine set of results. Not only did Joel
gain the Junior Boys' individual title, the team finished second in the Silver Cup, (i.e.
behind Napier Boys' High School), for the best overall team, second in the Small Teams
competition, and second in the Senior Boys Relay - (i.e. both behind Karamu High
School).

INDIVIDUALS EXCEL IN NORTH ISLAND SECONDARY SCHOOLS|
CLAY TARGET SHOOT|

A squad of 11 shooters travelled up to Hamilton at the end of the last week of term two to
compete in the North Island Secondary Schools' Cay Target Championships. On the Friday,
Hamilton Boys' High hosted a warm up event which attracted 42 teams and a total of 210
shooters.

At the end of regular competition for the Hamilton schools' event, the A team were placed
11th out of 42 teams and the B team were placed 21st. Hamish Gannon and Hayden
McNeil shot possibles in the Single Rise and Sam Tod and Wilson Collin achieved
possibles in the single barrel.

The highlight of the day was that Hamish, Sam and Wilson were involved in a shoot off for
third place overall for the day. After a number of targets Hamish emerged 3rd, Sam 4th
and Wilson was 5th. This certainly looked impressive at the prizegiving where each boy
received a number of sponsored prizes.

Saturday July 5th dawned with cold and wet conditions. The same number of teams returned
to compete in the N.I.S.S. event and while both Lindisfarne teams did not feature in the
teams' competition, individual Lindisfarne shooters certainly enjoyed success.

Sam Tod and Hamish Gannon maintained their form from the day before. Sam shot a
possible in the Single Rise and was involved in a shoot-off with 35 other shooters, eventually
gaining 10th place and a sponsored prize. Hamish shot possibles in the Single Rise and
Single Barrel and gained the highest score in the Skeet along with 6 other shooters. This
meant that he was involved in 3 shoot offs but was knocked out early in each case. However,
Hamish's consistent shooting in the regular competition, meant that he was the highest
individual for the day, out of 212 shooters for all 4 events and won the impressive High Gun
Cup for the North Island Championships.

We are extremely proud of Hamish Gannon's achievement in being awarded overall High
Gun for the N.I.S.S. championships. Hayden McNeil, Sam Tod and Wilson Collin have all
now shot three times for the A team and have been presented with their Shooting badges at
assembly.

HAMISH GANNON CONTINUES HIS SUCCESS IN THE HAWKE'S BAY|

SHOOT

On Sunday, August 3rd, Lindisfarne fielded two teams in this provincial Secondary Schools'
event coordinated by Hawke's Bay Clay Target Club, involving ten teams and fifty local
competitors. The competition consists of three events, but unlike most other school shoots,
the team competition is only the first event, the 10 target, Single Barrel. Our A team dropped
too many targets and Napier Boys' High School took out the event.

However, in the individual competition, Lindisfarne enjoyed much greater success, with
Hamish Gannon, proving the outstanding shooter on the day. Shooting a possible in the 10
Target Single Barrel he was involved in a shoot off, which we went on to win. In the 20 target
Single barrel, Hamish shot 19/20 and was involved in a shoot off which he narrowly lost. In
the final event of the day, Hamish was the clear winner of the Points Score and so took out
High Gun for the Day (Best overall Shooter), as well as individual trophies for the Single
Barrel and Points score event.

Hayden McNeil also shot well, to be involved in a shoot-off for second place in the Points
score event.
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TEAM AND INDIVIDUAL HONOURS AT THE PALMERSTON SHOOT

In difficult weather conditions, Lindisfarne took out the Palmerston North Secondary Schools'
shoot on Friday, August 15th. This is the fourth year in a row, that we have enjoyed success
in this event. The young team of Hamish Gannon (Year 12), Sam Tod (Year 11), Cameron
Tod (Year 11), Hayden McNeil (Year 11) and Fletcher Black (Year 11) performed
commendably, showing real concentration and self discipline in this challenging event.

Hamish Gannon and Fletcher Black, were involved in a four way shoot off, to decide top
shooter in the Points Score, with Hamish eventually taking out the event.

Fletcher Black in his first shoot for the A team, achieved the highest combined score for the
three events and took out High Gun for the competition - only dropping one target over the
day's shooting - an outstanding achievement.

ICONVINCING WIN IN THE RATHKEALE EXCHANGE|

On Tuesday July 29th, just over 150 Lindisfarne students travelled down to our Wairarapa
brother school. With the fixtures, played in the period between two huge weather storms,
conditions were overcast and soft underfoot. Lindisfarne, over the day's competition,
comfortably took out the Simon Stoke's Trophy (Old Boy 1978-1983) 5-0.

In the Soccer, we had a clean sweep of victories. The 1st X| side were made to work hard to
maintain an unbeaten run, that they have maintained since the second game of the season.
The game was even for the first quarter, before Monty Morgan's cross found its way into the
back of the net. In the 20th minute Jacob Smith scored a second time and Lindisfarne went
into the break leading 2-0. The visitors then lifted their intensity in the second half, and
despite conceding two goals, Lindisfarne managed four themselves - including a hat trick to
Michael Drinkwater to finish with a 6-2 score line. The Junior A side, went into the match
being leaders in their H.B.S.S. competition and was made to work hard. With a 0-0 score line
at half time, a better second half saw two late goals to Tim Stephens and Daniel Smith and
a 2-0 win. Sam Donaldson was the Colts Soccer team player of the match.

Competition in the Hockey was a lot more even, with both Lindisfarne sides drawing their
fixtures.

We scored three goals - the first from a
penalty corner deflection from Ryan Davidson, another by Ryan Davidson after John
O'Halloran burst into the circle and laid off a pass, and a third when Captain, John
O'Halloran swept a ball from a penalty corner. The three-all draw proved a fair result, with
each team dominating a half.

In the 2nd Hockey XI fixture, despite early dominance, Lindisfarne were forced to play catch
up, after Rathkeale pounced on an early mistake to score. Thomas Yule replied with a goal
off a short corner just before half time. Lindisfarne peppered the Rathkeale goal mouth for
most of the second half and were unlucky to concede a goal after a fast break, with ten
minutes remaining. After another goal from a short corner, Thomas Yule scored the
equaliser to achieve a 2-2 result, with only minutes on the clock.

In the Rugby, Rathkeale were once again unable to field an Under 14 side, but our Under 15
side more than made up for this with a 41-0 victory. Leading 10-0 at the break, the U15 side
ran the ball well into space, from which man of the match, Thomas Alison, scored three very
good tries. Sam Wallace, Jimmy Ellis-Jones, Waka Smit and Tony McKinnie also scored.
Oliver Morrison kicked well and Jimmy Ellis-Jones made several telling breaks.
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The Second XV started well, with early pressure resulting in three penalty goals. The
forwards dominated line-outs and scrums throughout the game. At half time the score was
16-0 and although a lapse in concentration saw Rathkeale score, the visitors lifted the
intensity to finish with a 28-5 win.

Richard
Laming and Daniel Walker scored Lindisfarne's two tries, while the whole side performed
well and should be proud of their efforts in the match.

A special feature of this 34th winter sports exchange between Rathkeale and Lindisfarne was
the presence of Mr. lan Withers at the fixture. Mr. Withers was first Head of Science (1959-
1960), before assuming the position of Deputy Rector at Lindisfarne College (1961-1967).
Now in his eighties, Mr. Withers at the after match function, donated a trophy for the overall
winner of the Summer Sports Exchange between the two schools. It is extremely heartening
to have ongoing support from such key figures in Lindisfarne College's history.

WANGANUI COLLEGIATE SCHOOL EXCHANGE A RESOUNDING|
SUCCESS

On a glorious day, bathed in sunshine, we hosted Wanganui Collegiate for the Annual Winter
Sports exchange, on Wednesday August 6th. The Collegiate exchange is our biggest of the
year, with just over 180 boys involved in the competition in Hockey, Soccer and Rugby.

The firm conditions were idle for fast running Rugby and the College's junior sides
enthusiastically took up the challenge. The U14 team comfortably won their game 46-7 (try
scorers Waka Smit (2), Sam Parkes (2), Calum MacKay, Tim Cadwallader, Conor Ratima,
Angus Schaw (conversion). While the U15 side were no less convincing, winning 36-7 (try
scorers Liam Murphy (2), Thomas Alison, Sam Wallace, Angelo Mufana, Tony McKinnie.

WHO ARE WE?
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2008 WORLD VISION 40 HOUR FAMINE

This year, as a result of enthusiastic leadership by Jeremy Ennis, Alexander Dysart and
Angus Thorman (who attended the World Vision Leadership camp in March), along with a
superb effort from all the students of the college, a “best ever” total of $6,054 was raised for
this year’s 40 Hour Famine. This was raised by individuals committing themselves and
participating in the famine, from money raised from last term’s mufti day and the Lindisfarne
Community freewill offering at Sunday chapel during term one.

As a result of our efforts, Lindisfarne College, is one of the 30 most successful senior schools
in New Zealand for raising funds in this year's World Vision 40 Hour Famine and has been
awarded a World Vision/Sanitarium Senior Scholarship. This scholarship entitles one
student representative from Lindisfarne to travel to Wellington for a week during the October
school holidays (5-10 October, 2008). The purpose of the Sanitarium Scholarship
Programme is to provide a key group of young New Zealand leaders with a unique learning
experience that will further develop their passion and influence in charitable works.

During the Scholarship week they will be challenged to consider global development issues
and the importance of leadership within a political, social and cultural context; meet with
members of Parliament, government agencies, selected non-governmental agencies, as well
as World Vision staff, participate in discussion forums as well as advocacy and social action
activities. The Sanitarium Senior Scholarship week is an excellent experience that the
students involved will remember for many years to come.

The week culminates with an awards dinner on Thursday October 9”‘, where the students are
presented with an award, and five students will be announced as the scholars selected to
travel on a Sanitarium-funded trip to Bangladesh to visit 40 Hour Famine funded-projects later
in the year.

After careful consideration of the selection criteria, Jeremy Ennis has been offered this
scholarship. The efforts and contributions of all who participated in the 40 Hour Famine must
be recognised and acknowledged. Without your combined efforts, the superb final result
would not have been possible.
