Mr. Grant Gilbert, at the recent Rathkeale sports exchange, passed a significant coaching
milestone, his 400th game in charge of the Lindisfarne First Rugby XV. Mr. Gilbert has
coached our senior rugby side for two periods of time 1987 to 1997 and 2002 to 2009.

Rugby has been a huge part of Mr. Gilbert's life. Presently a Director of the Hawke's Bay
Rugby Football Union, Mr. Gilbert has been on the Hurricanes' Schools' executive for over 20
years. He coached the Hawke's Bay Secondary Schools' side for five years, Hurricanes
Schools' for a year and has been a selector for the New Zealand Secondary Schools' side (3
years), N.Z. Under 16/17 side (5 years) and more recently the N.Z. Under 20 side for the most
part of two years. His knowledge of the game is immense, as is his commitment to the boys
under his care. He has organised and overseen seven overseas tours by the 1st XV to South
America (1990), North America (2000), the United Kingdom/Ireland 1994, 1998, 2003, 2006
and later in September 2009. We have greatly appreciated Mr. Gilbert's enthusiastic and
passionate input into our College Rugby programme. Mr. Glen Petersen's contribution to the
First Soccer Xl is almost as great. Over the past fifteen years, Mr. Petersen has been coach
of our First XI for just over 330 games.

Lindisfarne College is fortunate to have such a committed, dedicated and loyal group of
teachers, who have been prepared to put so much of their time and lives into co-curricular
activities for our boys.

All of these year 13 boys have done a wonderful job assisting Librarian, Mrs. Bev Harrison,
with supervision and organisational duties in the library, proving both responsible and highly

trustworthy.

On Thursday July 30th, we hosted our Wairarapa Brother school, Rathkeale College, in
gloriously fine weather in the Hawke's Bay. With firm, dry conditions, Lindisfarne convincingly
took out the Simon Stokes Trophy (Old Boys' 1978-1983) by seven wins to one.

In the Soccer we enjoyed a clean sweep of victories. The 1st Xl led 4-0 at half time, after two
well taken goals in the first 5 minutes to Sam Donaldson and Andrew Hill. After a scrappy
period of play, Sam Martin and Tim Stephens scored just before the break. In the second
half, Andrew scored early for Lindisfarne to take a dominant 5-0 lead, but Rathkeale fought
back to score three unanswered goals to lose 3-5. In the 2nd XI match, the home side
dominated the match from the kick off, leading 8-0 at the break, before going on to win 11-0.
Goal scorers were Thomas Alexander (3), Sean Bayley (2), Ryan Lynch (2) and Michael
Owen, Fergus Wares, Jonty Coats-Harrison, a goal a piece. The Colts also had a
convincing win, overpowering Rathkeale 6-0 - Sam Wake (2 goals), had an inspirational
game as Captain, while Joel Willetts (2 goals), worked hard all game. Angus Smith and
Jacob Harvey scored the other two goals.

In the Hockey, the results were shared with one win each. The 1st Xl side, with a
rearranged starting line up, started by exerting the initial pressure, but it was Rathkeale who
scored first after a turnover ball was put away and they then capitalised on some inaccurate
passing to lead 2-0 at half time. Lindisfarne dominated the second half, in territory and
possession, but were only able to convert one opportunity, a penalty corner after a Jason
Hursthouse drag-flick, to eventually lose 2-1. In the Colts fixture, Lindisfarne began the
game strongly, when Ashton Taylor scored after some accurate passing sequences. Mason
Laurent scored a fine solo goal, after dribbling the ball from outside the circle. While just
before the break Scott Freebairn scored from the right wing after a goal build up on the left
side. While in the second half, it was much more even as Lindisfarne ran out the winners 3-0.

In Rugby in a physical match, the 1st XV, despite scoring four tries to none, allowed
Rathkeale to remain in the game, having conceded five penalty goals. With a 15-12 score
line at half time, the 1st XV eventually scored a deserved 28-15 victory, with Michael Tuifua,
William Duley, Ben Wallace and Sam Poole scoring tries and Ben Wallace kicking two
penalties and a conversion. In the 2nd XV game, Rahkeale were never really in the game,
with Lindisfarne leading 29-5 at the break to score 50 unanswered points in the second half to
win 79-5 against a fairly weak opposition. The Under 15 match proved a much closer affair.
Rathkeale scored in the opening minutes, while Lindisfarne replied with tries in both of its
forays into the visitors half. In the second half, Lindisfarne played more cohesively with the
wind behind them to win convincingly 30-12. Tries were scored by Simon Davis, Liam
Murphy, Ben Parsons, Sam Ryan and Angus Schaw, who also kicked a penalty and a
conversion.

The 36th annual winter sports exchange between Rathkeale and Lindisfarne was won
convincingly by Lindisfarne.
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Lindisfarne travelled over to Wanganui Collegiate School on Wednesday, August 5th for the
annual Winter Sports Exchange. The Collegiate exchange is one of our biggest, with just
over 180 boys competing in games of Hockey, Soccer and Rugby.

With the ground quite soft underfoot and a bitterly cold westerly wind, the conditions proved
less than ideal for fast running Rugby. The U14 team dominated their smaller opposition,
winning their game 57-5. In the forwards Tom McHardy, Sam Ryan, Callum Hardie, Peter
Livingston, Ben Parsons and Sam Godwin had strong games, while Felix Ellis-Jones,
George Bridge and Seddon Smith, shone in the backs. The U15 match was dominated by
the wind and the whistle. In the first half, each side scored a try a piece, with Collegiate not
making the most of the use of the wind to lead by just 8-10. In the second half, Lindisfarne
dominated the forward exchanges to comfortably win 22-8 (tries to Jahmayne Robin (2) and
Tim Cadwallader). The 3rd XV had first use of the strong breeze and through some great
running by Sam Skerman and powerful play by Hamish Gannon, led 14-0 at half time. The
visitors played with passion and determination to hold Wanganui to just the one try in the
second half, to win 14-8. The 2nd XV fixture, once again proved a titanic struggle.
Wanganui gained a solitary penalty, to lead by just 3-0, after first use of the wind. Captain
Ben Wynne-Lewis countered with two penalty goals of his own, to allow Lindisfarne to win by
the narrowest of margins 6-3. Koal Berkhan-Greer, Jock Shaw, Edward O'Sullivan and
Alexander Gunson all had strong games, preserving the 2nd XV undefeated record for the
season.

In the 1st XV match, it was Collegiate that scored first with a penalty goal, after Lindisfarne
had earlier been denied a try. However, after a good rolling maul off a line out, our forwards
led us 20 metres up field, for Ben Wallace to score in the corner and Lindisfarne to lead 5-3
at break. The second half was just as tight, with the only try coming from a well placed
Wanganui kick, that was rewarded with a try in the corner and a 5-8 victory to the home side.

In Hockey, Collegiate put their 1st XI immediately under pressure and it took us too long to
settle into our pattern of play. We turned over too much position and the home side attacked
effectively. Nathan Scott had a solid game in defense and tackled well and Ricky Gush
made a number of great saves, which kept us in the game, but it was not enough to prevent
Wanganui from winning 1-0. In the Colts game, our hosts scored first, midway through the
first half. Lindisfarne replied with a fine individual goal to Forbes Stuart, but in a scrappy
game, which oscillated repeatedly from attack to defense for both teams, the final result was a
1-1 draw. Both Forbes Stuart and Hugh Chesterman had strong games for the Colts.

In the Soccer, our 1st XI were dominant from the start, but the Collegiate keeper kept the
scores at 0-0 through some great saves. In the second half with the wind at Lindisfarne
backs, Sam Martin and Michael Drinkwater quickly scored. Against the run of play, the
referee awarded a spot penalty which Wanganui converted. However, Lindisfarne actually
emerged with a deserved 2-1 victory. In the 2nd XI fixture, Collegiate made good use of the
wind to lead 2-1 at the break. However, in the second half, three quick goals saw Lindisfarne
win 4-3. Blake McCarthy had an outstanding game, with Alex Volz creating many vital
attacking opportunities. In the Colts Soccer, Lindisfarne were flat and lacked urgency,
scoring the equalizer, to draw the match 3-3 in the final 10 seconds of the match. Goal
scorers were Joel Willetts, Sam Wake and Angus Smith.

Overall, Lindisfarne won the exchange 6-2, with both Colts games drawn. This exchange is
always difficult for the travelling school. Travelling three and a half hours on a bus, often
proves hard to cope with, but in 2009, our teams played with tenacity, determination and
commitment, maintaining our recent record of wins, in our winter sports exchange with
Wanganui Collegiate school.

Linidsfarne has enjoyed a long standing annual summer sports exchange, dating back to
1976, with St. Paul's Collegiate School of Hamilton, but contact in the winter season, has
been limited to just four fixtures between 1989 and 1992.
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This year, St. Paul's 1st and 2nd XV Rugby teams travelled down to the Hawke's Bay. In the
2nd XV game, in one of the most complete performances of the season, Lindisfarne
comfortably won 42-10 facing a St. Paul's side, who the following Saturday were in the semi
finals of the Waikato competition. Lindisfarne backs and forwards combined effectively, with
tries to Thomas Alison, Daniel Bramley and Bradley Adams.

The 1st XV fixture started in a torrid and at times, brutal manner. St. Paul's aggressive
approach put our 1st XV off their game and they led 19-3 at the break, before a Dan
Ellingham try gave greater respectability to the score line, as Collegiate emerged victors 22-
10. Lindisfarne played with impressive self restraint and discipline, and were at times
courageous in defense against a much bigger opposition.

On Sunday July 5th, Hamish Gannon (Year 13) competed in the South Island School Boys'
Clay Target championships in Dunedin. The event consisted of four events, 25 Skeet, 20
Single Rise, 20 Point Score and 10 Single Barrel.

In the Skeet, Hamish posted a score of 24 which placed him first equal. In the shoot out,
Hamish finished second in this discipline. Continuing this form in the Single Rise (fourth) and
Single Barrel (first or high overall), Hamish finished outright High Overall for the four
disciplines and was tied for High Overall in the DTL (Single Rise, Single Barrel and Point
Score). In the shoot-off for the DTL, he shot 30 consecutive targets, before finishing second
overall in the three disciplines.

Hamish enjoyed a great day's shooting, taking out the Single Barrel and High Overall in the
four events, while he finished a close second in the Skeet and overall DTL competition.

On the final Sunday of Term Two, in atrocious weather conditions, our 'A' Shooting team,
finished first in a twelve team competition which included Napier Boys' High School, Wairoa
College, Karamu High School, Rathkeale College and Palmerston North Boys' High School.

Gannon scored Lindisfarne's only possible in the Single Barrel and Sam Tod and Hamish
Gannon finished third equal for their overall aggregate performance in the Single Rise, Single
Barrel and Point Score events.

While on Sunday August 2nd, in beautiful sunny conditions, Lindisfarne 'A' Clay Target
Shooting team (i.e. Thomas Addis, Hamish Gannon, Hayden McNeil, Cameron Tod and
Sam Tod), finished first and the B team third, in the Hawke's Bay Clay Target Club shoot.

In the Point Score, Sam Tod posted a score of 59 out of 60 and qualified for a shoot off, in
which he finished third overall. In the Single Barrel, Hamish Gannon, Sam Tod and Jono
Tod all managed 18 and went into a shoot-off, with Hamish gaining first and Sam third. The
last event, the 10 Single Barrel, also doubled as the teams event. Hamish Gannon and
Cameron Tod gained possibles, with Cameron taking out the shoot-off, to win the Richard
Eddie cup. Over the day, Hamish Gannon and Sam Tod finished equal on their overall
scores and in a shoot-off, Hamish took out overall High Gun, with Sam placed third.

On Friday August 14th, eleven of our shooters travelled to the Palmerston North Secondary
Schools' shoot, where they competed against twelve teams for the Central North Island
region.

In the Single Rise Cameron Tod, Fletcher Black, Todd McCormick and Hamish Gannon
all shot a possible 20 out of 20. In the shoot off, Cameron emerged third and Hamish first.
In the Point Score event, no one shot a possible, but Hamish was only one point down (59
out of 60) which was enough for him to gain the second place after a shoot off.
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The last event of Single Barrel saw Scott McNeil and Jono Tod both shoot a possible and
went into a shoot off, Jono emerged first and Scott third. This was a good result for our
younger shooters. Overall, our 'A' team finished in second place in the competition, just
behind Palmerston North Boys' High School.

Our 1st XI were invited to compete in the Rob Leslie Hockey Quadrangular Tournament,
hosted by Tauranga Boys' College, over the first weekend of term three (i.e. July 25/26), we
"more than held our own" against some of the top ranked Hockey sides in the country.

The team's first game was against Kings College, Auckland's top secondary school team.
Lindisfarne scored first through an Andy Drinkwater goal and although Kings were able to
equalize, tight defensive patterns put them under huge pressure throughout the half. At the
start of the second spell, Kings scored quickly; but Lindisfarne remained in the game until the
full time whistle, when Kings converted a penalty corner to win 3-1.

In the second game against Tauranga Boys' College, Lindisfarne's man to man marking
system, put the hosts under constant pressure. Tauranga scored first off a penalty corner just
before half time, but Lindisfarne replied immediately with its own Penalty Corner from
Thomas Yule. Tauranga scored early in the second half to hold onto a narrow 2-1 scoreline.

Against a nationally ranked, Rangitoto College side, the opposition scored first from a penalty
corner. Scott Reid levelled the scores with a good reverse shot in goal and the game see-
sawed until early in the second half, when Rangitoto broke the deadlock and scored first.
Scott Reid then converted a penalty corner but Rangitoto just got through with a late goal, to
win 3-2.

The Tournament showed that our quite young 1st XI will be very competitive in the upcoming
Rankin Cup Tournament - providing the team with a valuable confidence boost. In none of
the matches were we really bettered and our team could have easily come away with a
couple of draws.

At the end of the first week of term, we hosted the First Rugby XV and Under 15 Rugby sides
from our brother school in England, Whitgift School. Lindisfarne has had a close relationship
with Whitgift since 1989, when our first Gap Tutor, Aaron Patterson (Old Boy 1985-1989) had
a year's placement assisting in the school.

On Saturday July 25th, in a tough, physical challenge, our 1st XV playing with total
commitment and resolve, deservedly won 24-14, having had a narrow 12-7 lead at half time.
Tries were scored by Sam Poole, Tom Wynne-Lewis, Tom Gaddum and Daniel Walker,
while Ben Wallace kicked two conversions. In the U15 fixture, the home side had a
convincing 31-12 win over a strong opposition, who possessed a particularly powerful forward
pack. Tries were scored by Simon Davis, Liam Murphy, Ben Parsons, Waka Smit (2),
Angus Schaw (3 conversions).

Our thanks go to all of the Lindisfarne families, and particularly those of weekly boarders, who
took billets into their home. Your efforts were greatly appreciated and valued. It was great to
be able to reciprocate the friendship and hospitality we had received in 2003, 2006 and that
we anticipate the U.K. Touring Squad will get when they tour in September 2009.

This biannual event is scheduled for Tuesday September 22nd. Grandparents are invited to a
morning tea between 10.00 a.m. and 10.45 a.m. This will be followed by a Chapel Service, a
tour of the school and conclude with a Roast Lunch around 1.00 p.m. To assist with catering
numbers, we would appreciate you completing the enclosed form and sending it back to us by
9.00 a.m. on Monday, September 14th. The day is a great event for our boys, as
Grandparents are crucial and positive figures in our sons' lives.

We have some real concerns about the parking of cars, waiting to pick boys up from school
(i.e. particularly between 3.20 and 3.40 p.m.). Obviously the removal of the gravel car park,
(i.e. that used to be sited where the new Performing Arts block is located), has escalated the
problem, but at present the parking of those who want to pick up boys after school, is
haphazard and dangerous.

We would ask that for the remainder of 2009, that from Monday to Thursday, parents waiting
to pick up boys either park horizontally in the bus bay outside the Performing Arts block or in
the front gravel car park down by Pakowhai Road. The parking bay by the Performing Arts is
used by buses only between 4.30 and 4.50 p.m. and is a safe place to drop off and pick up
Lindisfarne students. The College Council has scheduled in 2011, the construction of a car
park in the existing Tennis Courts opposite the Performing Arts Complex, but with the cash
flow requirements of recent construction work, they are not in a position to undertake such a
project in the short term.

We also have received from concerned parents, comments about the speed of cars driving
down the main driveway. Despite the installation of speed humps, quite a few visitors to the
College are driving above the 5km per hour speed limit. Unfortunately, boys do not look
when chasing balls, or moving between classes and we would ask parents to take
considerable care when entering the school grounds in their vehicles.

We have recently been concerned by the number of boys seeking leave during the term for
family holidays or trips. We understand that not everyone has the ability to go away with
their children at school holiday times, but we would ask parents to exercise discretion and
thought when withdrawing their sons for periods of a week or more during the term.
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All such leave must go through the Rector's office and we would appreciate it, if parents
would write well in advance (i.e. at least a month ahead), so that teachers can be informed
and the appropriate arrangements relating to NCEA assessments can be made. There is little
we can do for boys missing an NCEA assessment, who give short notice.

As a school community, that prides itself on its Christian Dimension; that places importance
on developing "Good Men"; that has a mission to develop emphatic, contributing members of
society, we believe it is crucial that ongoing Community Service is an important part of our
boys' lives while they are at Lindisfarne.

Our College motto 'Highways in the Heart' connects directly to service. 'Highways' can
represent the pathways of life which lead to success and fulfilment. It is our belief that
service is crucial to the achievement of fulfillment in one's life.

In 2009 we introduced a requirement that all of our Year 9 students complete a minimum of
six hours mandatory service. Enclosed for Year 9 families, is a copy of the booklet issued
to their sons. In Year 10, such service leads towards the attainment of a prestigious Duke of
Edinburgh Bronze Award.

Careers Adviser and highly respected Lindisfarne teacher, Mr. Barry Musson, has put a huge
amount of time and effort into the preparation of the programme. The booklet that has been
prepared for the boys, gives examples of community groups in the Hawke's Bay that the boys
can approach. The same type of organisations will be present in the Dannevirke, Gisborne or
Taupo areas. Community Service can be completed either after school, on weekends or
during the school holidays. The boys' service needs to be self driven. They need to take
responsibility to make the approach and organise the logistical details of their service (i.e.
arranging to do gardening duties for a local elderly neighbour). The more the boys are
involved, the more rewarding will be the results and the greater the personal growth that will
occur. Can you please help encourage, motivate and reinforce the importance of the
completion of service by your Year 9 sons. We thank you for your support for this key area of
your son's learning while at Lindisfarne.

As outlined in the July newsletter, Lindisfarne families have until September 1st to give
notice that their Year 7 to 12 sons will not be attending the College in 2010. Notification after
this date, as outlined in the enrolment contract, will mean that families will be required to pay
their Term One fees for 2010.

It is crucial that any parent who has doubts about their son(s) returning intentions, should
contact the Rector as soon as possible, to assist with staffing and curriculum planning and to
be fair to the many parents who would like to gain a place for their son next year at
Lindisfarne.

Recently we had to stand down a number of Junior students who brought cell phones into the
school. Upon the confiscation of the boys' phones, we found quite a number of calls/texts on
the mobiles had been made late at night and in a number of cases, early in the morning, to
girls in local boarding schools.

Our College's position on Year 7 to 10 students use of mobiles while at school is clear cut - it
is prohibited. Junior students who bring mobiles onto the school premises, risk Stand Down
and their phones confiscated for a 10 week period. Both parents and boys are aware of the
schools' stance on this issue - it is reiterated annually at the New Boys' Orientation Day which
will be held this year on Friday, October 30th.

Lindisfarne has land line phones in each of its Boarding Dormitories, two with privacy cubicles
in the Lower Storey of Junior House and there is a designated student phone in the
Homestead. If Year 7-10 boys need Mobile Phones for a co-curricular activity, they must be
given to a staff member (i.e. Matron, Dean or Team Coach), while the student is at school.
Parental reinforcement of the school stance on this issue would be appreciated.

The following is an article that appeared in the N.Z. Herald on Saturday August 15th, which in
many ways explains the importance that teenagers place on access to their mobile phone, but
it also stresses the importance of putting some parameters on their phone use.
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Boys are supposedly weaker at verbal communication than girls, hence the importance at
Lindisfarne that we place on Oral Communication classes. To allow the use of mobile phones
at school from Year 7 to 10 is incongruous to our goal to encouraging boys to work hard at
their verbal skills with others.

Many teens sleep with their mobile buzzing besidestiigingbeda phenomenon Dr Carr
Gregg refers to as "zombie kids". These will struggle to concentrate and focus at school.
