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DEAR PARENTS AND FRIENDS 

 
 
We have just completed three community consultation meetings in Taupo, Hastings and 
Gisborne, where we have sought feedback on the draft of the 'Lindisfarne College Drug Free 
Community' proposal.  In addition, many of you who couldn't attend those meetings, have 
taken the time to put your thoughts down on paper. 
 
The feedback we have received, has been in general, overwhelmingly positive.  In fact a 
significant number of you made your views clear by just completing and signing the draft 
discussion document.    Your responses have been heartening and we seem to have struck a 
chord within our community; where parents want to work together, in a coherent way, to help 
their sons to resist the peer pressure of drug use in social situations. 
 
All parents need to be assured that the College will not be altering its tough stance on boys 
who bring Marijuana or illegal drugs, into the school, or use drugs while under the College's 
jurisdiction.  Boys who bring drugs on the College's premises will almost certainly have no 
future at Lindisfarne.  In response to feedback from the boys, we did bring drug dogs to 
undertake a search of the school premises early this term.  This will be a frequent event from 
now on, as a deterrent to boys who want to put their own, or other boys' education, at risk.  
We hosted a meeting of representatives of the N.Z. Police Force (i.e. including the Area 
Commander and District Commander) and local Secondary Principals at Lindisfarne, to look 
at ways we can work together to discourage drugs within our schools and community. 
 
The 'Drug Free Community' proposal, is focused on drug use outside the College.  Most 
parents felt membership of the society should be voluntary and not compulsory.  By being 
voluntary, it was felt parents could be more confident that those families who signed up, were 
committed to ensuring that conditions of the society were adhered to.

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It was felt that the families who were members of the society should be listed in both the 
'School List' and on a pass-worded section of the College's website. This would allow other 
parents to have an updated list of those who supported the principles/procedures of the 
society. 
 
Students (i.e. and so families), should not sign up to the society until they/their son is in Year 
10.  This, it was felt, allows their son to be more aware of the commitment that membership 
entails and hence gives more student ownership of the process. 
 
Clause C, parents felt should be toughened up, with regard to the consequences imposed if 
the College or parents suspected the social use of Marijuana or illegal class drugs.   A first 
positive test for outside school use, should result in drug counselling and frequent random 
drugs tests, a second positive test should result in their son meeting the College Council and 
being warned that their place at Lindisfarne is in jeopardy, while a third positive test in a 
calendar year, should result in the student's removal from the College. 
 
The College Council will now meet on November 19th to consider parental feedback.  If you 
would like to write or email a submission to the proposal, or to comment on the points made in 
this newsletter, I would encourage you to do so prior to the College Council meeting date. 
 
One of the most heartening things about leading the Lindisfarne community over the past nine 
years, has been the great support the College has received from parents.  There is a huge 
support for the College's philosophy and goals.  Lindisfarne parents on the whole share very 
similar values and a strong belief that the College must have high expectations and standards 
of conduct and behaviour for its boys.

A SILVER MEDAL FOR OUR CLAY TARGET SHOOTING TEAM 

IN THE  NATIONALS 

 
Our Clay Target shooting teams travelled to Hamilton on the first weekend of the September-
October holidays (i.e. September 26th/27th) to compete in the final of the North Island 
Secondary Schools' DTL championships and the next day in the N.Z.S.S. competition. 
 
At the N.I.S.S. event our two teams shot in overcast, showery conditions.  The A team, 
comprising of Hamish Gannon, Sam Tod, Taylor Howatson and Todd McCormick started 
with 20 single rise targets, with Hamish, Sam, Cameron and Taylor, and the B team 
members of Jono Tod and Scott McNeil, shooting possibles.   In the Single Rise shoot off, 
comprising of 86 shooters, Scott McNeil shot 47 consecutive targets, to be placed a 
creditable sixth in this tough North Island event. 
 
In the Points Score event (i.e. 100 targets/300 points) saw no possibles, with the A team 
gaining 283 points, with Hamish Gannon the best on 59/60.  Lindisfarne finished sixth equal 
with St. Paul's Collegiate School, with Whangarei Boys taking out the title with 297/300.  Our 
B team shot commendably for 235 points, with Fletcher Black the best shooter on 56 points.  
While in the Ten Single Barrel event, none of our boys gained possibles. 
 
The N.Z. DTL championship on the Sunday, saw better conditions and our results rose 
accordingly.  In the 20 Single Rise for the N.Z.S.S. championships, Sam Tod, Cameron Tod, 
Fletcher Black and Todd McCormick all shot possibles.  In a shoot off with 64 others, Todd 
shot 25 and Fletcher 34 targets consecutively, with the shoot off finishing in the dark under 
car headlights.  
 
In the Points Score, Hamish Gannon and Cameron Tod both shot possibles for the "A" 
Shooting team to finish with a team total of 289/300, 6 points better than their score in the 
N.I.S.S., the day before.  This result enabled the A team to finish second in the team's 
competition, one point behind Hamilton Boys' High School, to take out the silver medal in the 
national championship. 
 
In our B team, the best performer in the Point Score was Fletcher Black 56/60 with the team 
scoring 238/300.   In the Points Score shoot off, Hamish Gannon went on to win the event, 
taking out the Gold Medal and the N.Z. Championship title for 2009. 
 
In the final of the Single Barrel competition, both Hamish Gannon and Cameron Tod gained 
possibles, but both were unplaced in the shoot offs.   Cameron Tod was selected to 
represent the North Island team, that were later beaten by a South Island selection.  While 
Cameron, Hamish Gannon and Taylor Howatson were all selected in the East Coast

UNITED KINGDOM/IRELAND RUGBY TOUR PROVED A 

GREAT SUCCESS 

 
On September 18th, 43 boys and 5 staff set off on a three week Rugby tour of the U.K. and 
Ireland.  It is the fifth time our Rugby players have toured the United Kingdom. 
 
After 29 hours of continuous travel, the boys landed in Manchester, spending their first 
evening in the historic city of York.  They then went on to play and be billeted by the Royal 
Grammar School of Newcastle.  The 2nd XV comfortably won their match 38-7, but against a 
very big well drilled pack our 1st XV forwards struggled to establish dominance; winning 12-
10, in a game that could have gone either way, if Newcastle had opted to take a couple of 
handy penalty shots at goal rather than attempting to run in tries. 
 
After a visit to the Holy Isle of Lindisfarne, the tour party caught a ferry at Cairnryan, across 
the Irish sea to Northern Ireland.   Their first game was in the Northern town of Londonderry, 
a town significantly affected by the 'troubles' in the 1960's and 1970's.   Playing against 
Londonderry our 2nd XV proved too powerful for their weak opposition, winning their game 
92-0.  The 1st XV had a much more challenging game and the 30-0 score line did not reflect 
the intensity of the game. 
 
After travelling back into Belfast, the tour squad was hosted by our brother school in Ireland, 
Campbell College, where the 2nd XV comfortably won their game 72-7 and the 1st XV faced 
sterner challenges, but showed much of their real potential to win 36-14.   
 
The tour party crossed the border into Ireland, where they were next hosted by the famous 
Blackrock College in Dublin.  Blackrock are regarded as the top rugby school in Ireland and 
one of the best in the British Isles and our 1st XV have never beaten them in nine previous 
encounters.  Our 2nd XV struggled to come to grips with the local interpretation of the rules 
and lost a tight game 13-23.   While our 1st XV were outclassed by a faster, bigger and more 
mobile team to go down 7-44.   
 
Crossing the Irish sea back into England, the boys had a stay in Oxford and London and they  
were then hosted by our English brother school, Whitgift.  Situated in South Croydon, on the 
outskirts of London, Whitgift had already played Lindisfarne 48 days previously on their tour to 
New Zealand.    Our 2nd XV finished their tour off in a positive manner, gaining a well earned 
24-7 win.  While the 1st XV struggled against an aggressive and physical pack going down 0-
26. 
 
The boys had a wonderful time in England, Northern Ireland, Ireland and at their Singapore 
stopover on the return home.   Sightseeing highlights included visits to York, Durham, the 
Holy Isle, the walls of Derry, Belfast, Dublin, Oxford and London.  They performed 
commendably in their rugby matches against traditional rugby schools, with the 2nd XV 
winning four of their five games and the 1st XV, three of their five matches.   A huge amount 
of thought, effort and time went into the preparation of the tour and we thank Messrs. Grant 
Gilbert, Rick Ellis, Ben Spriggens and Ross Barry for giving up their time with their families 
to provide the boys such a wonderfully memorable touring opportunity.  Thanks also go to Mr. 
Jonathan Wallace for his coaching input into the successful 2nd XV touring side and to all 
the parents for their tremendous support of the boys fundraising activities. 
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LINDISFARNE RUNNERS EXCEL IN THE ECNI ROAD RACE 

 
In very warm, but windy conditions on Thursday October 15th, the East Coast North Island 
Road Race event was held at the Hastings Christian School, with Lindisfarne entering a Year 
9 and Junior Boys' team. 
 
In the Year 9 event, run over 3 kms, Simon Stallard led from the front and won in a time of 
10 minutes 18 seconds - finishing 20 seconds in the front of the next runner.  Our three man 
team of Simon Stallard, Tom McHardy and Felix Ellis-Jones came third, while our six man 
team were also placed third. 
 
In the Junior Boys' event, run over 4kms, Matthew Taylor (Year 10) dominated the field 
winning by a 28 second margin with a time of 13 minutes and 21 seconds.  Our three man 
team of Matthew Taylor, Joel Willetts (10th), and William Skerman (16th) were placed 
second, with our six man team finishing in a creditable third place.

The following is the sermon delivered by Head of School, Thomas Yule:- 
 

"I was thinking about anger and the effects it has on people. It affects everybody from the intermediate 

school boys up the front here to the oldest grandparent at the back of the room. So what is anger?  Itõs 

actually recognised as the strongest of all human emotions, its unavoidable and natural however it can be is 
controlled.  Anger is a remarkable thing because it can bring out the worst in people, yet it can also bring out 

the best. Some sportsman use anger for motivation, while other loose focus when angry and frustrated. 
Everyday we all get wound up. We all get wound up for different reasons.  

 
The most common cause of anger is frustration. Frustration occurs when you are blocked from doing what 

you want to do, or from going where we want to get to. Frustration is a feeling of helplessness and loss of 

control. Another primary cause of anger is disappointment. When somebody lets us down, or someone does 
something to us that we would not expect them to do, we feel anger.  

 
You become disappointed when situations, events, or people, including yourself, do not meet the expectations 

you have for them.  An example is job delegation. You give somebody a job trusting that they will do it well and 



they do it badly, you feel angry.   Another cause, is a threat to our sense of status. Situations that threaten 

your status such as doing poorly in an exam, or encountering a problem you are not prepared to deal with, 
can leave you feeling vulnerable and angry. 
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When we feel fear we often feel anger as well. Some people become angry because they feel powerless, as if 

they are being taken advantage of; these people believe that being aggressive is the best way to get what they 
want; some use anger to displace their feeling of guilt; and others get angry because they overreact or 
misinterpret situations.  What makes me furious is those people who come into a room. You can just about 

see the steam coming out of their ears and they feel they have the right to make everybody feel awkward 
because they are having a bad day.   

 
When we are angry we do the following; have the urge to fight people, shout at or pick on others, mix with 

individuals who get us into trouble, break things, wind others up or lose control. If we choose to suppress our 

anger rather than express it we may have the following symptoms; eating problems, feel depressed, put 

ourselves in danger, refuse to do everyday tasks, stop talking to people, or be involved with alcohol and 

drugs.  Many of the symptoms are identical to that of depression.   
 

The issue for everybody is that often we do not know how to deal with anger. So what you do is take it out on 
the wrong people, your wife your kids your friends  etc etc. When you are angry you are irritable and easily 

frustrated, if things are not done how you want them done most of us will raise our voice.  We all know what 
itõs like. Anger can and will lead to huge consequences if not dealt with. Everyday we are faced with situations 

which anger us and some people are very effective at dealing with it, while others are not. Easily the most 

effective way to deal with anger is to express it. The secret it expressing it in the right way. As I said there 

will always be consequences when you donõt deal with your anger properly. Unfortunately these 

consequences become more severe as you get older. At Primary school its , oh it just boys, when its High 
school, oh its just testosterone. When we become men thatõs when it becomes extremely serious.   

 

When you are angry your heart rate and blood pressure increases without you even realising. Your first 

instinct is to say something, and most people will, often you will say something that makes you more angry 

than the person you aim it at. Oprah Winfrey quotes - òWhat I have learned about being angry with people is 

that it generally hurts you more than it hurts themó.  Anger has similar effects on the human body as alcohol. 

It makes us irrational and impulsive. We do not consider the repercussions of what were are doing until we 

remove ourselves from the situation and take a deep breath again.  
 

Anger has many effects on people. Itõs really interesting try winding up your parents and then watch how they 

drive.  Likely they will drive dangerously because they are simply converting the anger you caused by not 

respecting them.  If your parents have not planned their day properly, or are known for poor time 
management they will convert this by tailgating, cursing about drivers in front and making dangerous passes.  

 

Some people take out anger by irritating others.  They may do this by purposely not paying your bill for 
example. Or purposely hiding something you really like. The first instinct is to convert your anger. A lot of 

people do this by blaming others.  It is so critical to deal with your issues. Many things we look into to much. 

We wind ourselves up and we begin to think many people are out to get us, which is often not the case rather 
a simple mistake on their part. These little things can be easily sorted. Probably the best way is through 

sport. Take some aggression out on the rugby field, or go for a run.  
 

For bigger problems, that make us angry, maybe your parents, divorce, death, siblings, abuse etc,  needs to 

be dealt with.  What happens is as you become older you turn to quick fixes. Things that make us feel good for 
a small period of time take over your life. Then we come down off the high, domestic abuse occurs, rape, 

murder etc. Teenagers turn to alcohol and drugs for a range of reasons, many because they are struggling to 
deal with resentment, or anger.   

 
If you can remove yourself from a situation and think about it a lot of the time, you can just laugh it off. Often 

by going away and thinking about it, your outlook will be different. I want to talk about Paul Henry briefly. I 



watch him most mornings on breakfast. And I was thinking why is he so happy? Heõs made a lot of money, a 

real family man, loves his children loves his job.  
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Why is this?  In the reading which George shared with us it stated, let all of us speak the truth to our 
neighbours, for we are members of one another. Be angry but do not sin, do not let the sun go down on your 
anger. The most crucial part of this extract, I believe, is being able to speak the truth to our neighbours. Paul 

Henry for example definitely doesnõt bottle it up. Everybody today tip toes around each other and nothing gets 
resolved.  Some of the things he says are controversial and heõs definitely not politically correct. But if 

thereõs a politician whoõs making him angry heõll give it to him. He doesnõt swear, doesnõt raise his voice, he 
just says it how it is.  You know you donõt have to put up with dishonesty, deception, or dissatisfaction in other 

words you donõt have to put up with nonsense. So if you are at Harvey Normans wanting a new Ipod and 

thereõs poor service or they are trying to rip you off, give them a piece of your mind. That doesnõt mean 
swearing or cursing or being rude and obnoxious. All you are doing is letting a bit of pressure out of that 

bottle. It is critical that you learn to deal with anger at an early stage. At high school lashing out has big 
repercussions. But I think being aware of your temper and being able to control it is essential particularly in 

later life. To be successful as a lawyer, accountant, businessman and farmer you have to be able to stay 

composed.   More importantly to be a good father, a good husband and a good man you must control it.  Take 

a deep breath, remove yourself from the situation if you need to and give yourself time to think.  Donõt take it 

out on the wrong people!"

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ADVICE FROM THE COLLEGE DOCTOR - DR. ENGLISH 

 
"Swine Flu" immunisation is to be provided through the 2010 seasonal Influenza vaccination 
programme.  
. 
 
The Ministry of Health advised that New Zealand is expecting a second wave of pandemic 
Influenza.  Lindisfarne was particularly affected in 2009 with scores of students affected and 
events cancelled.  The measures we took this year will be part of the response to the second 
wave.  These include - encouraging people to practice good hygiene with regular hand 
washing; to stay away from those who are sick and to stay home when unwell and treating 
people with anti-viral medication, (tamiflu). 
 
For 2010 the seasonal Influenza vaccine offered at Lindisfarne, will include the pandemic 
Influenza H1N1 09 strain.   Both staff and students are advised to take up the vaccination.
