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ACADEMIC EXCELLENCE 
 

In the February newsletter we highlighted the academic achievements of our boys in the 2009 
NCEA examinations. 
 
Our students continue to gain top honours and awards.  Hugh McHugh, Dux in 2009 and 
who gained a very impressive seven scholarships, has been awarded an NZEST 
Scholarship.   Ninety schools from throughout the country nominated 147 students for the 
NZEST Scholarship.  The top 32 students are identified by ranking them based on their 
results. They are then assessed by an academic sub-committee who decide on the final 
shortlist for interviews.  The interview is the final arbiter.  A short list of 13 students were 
interviewed in mid March by a panel of seven representing both the education and business 
sectors.    
 
Eight students have been awarded this scholarship nationally and it is worth $5000.   Hugh 
will use this scholarship towards his studies at Otago University where he is studying Health 
Sciences, leading to an MB, ChB.  Once Hugh has completed his degree he hopes to do post 
graduate study and research overseas. 
 
In May, William Duley will be presented his Top Scholar Award at Government House in 
Wellington by the Governor General, the Honourable Sir Anand Satyanand.  Mr. Ross Barry, 
Assistant Rector - Senior School, will also be joining William in Wellington, representing the 
College as we recognise the outstanding achievement that William has gained for getting the 
top mark in the Agriculture Horticulture Scholarship examination. 
 
 

THINKING STRATEGIES 

 
We are at the beginning stages of planning for the new curriculum.  2010 sees Lindisfarne 
College trialing, delivering literacy across the curriculum, with a Year 10 class.  Five teachers 
have revised and developed schemes/units of work that reflect the new curriculum; this is 
being done through the development of Habits of Mind, E-Learning and Literacy.  These five 
teachers meet two to three times per term to discuss the progress of the class and to share 
ideas.  The major goals with this class this year are to - 
 

¶ Develop practical strategies for each habit of mind for staff to use when developing 
 units.  By the end of the year, there should be 16 folders that staff can uplift and  
 apply. 
 

¶ Asttle test then students to identify specific literacy needs.   The five subject teachers  
 will then incorporate those needs in unit plans. 
 
There is a cross over between literacy strategies and the Habits of Mind strategies.  This has 
made the process more efficient and less cumbersome.  Jan Morrison, R.T.L.B., has been 
assisting in the development of the literacy strategies.  She has a wealth of knowledge and 
experience in a wide range of educational settings and her advice and guidance has meant 
that our staff have been able to make positive and productive steps forward.  The use of John 
Phelps as an E-Learning advisor has also meant that staff have been able to up-skill 
themselves to ensure that they are making the most of the technology available to them.   As 
Lindisfarne continues to develop its programmes, we hope to stay at the cutting edge of 
curriculum delivery. 
 
 

PARENT INTERVIEWS 

 
Parent teacher interviews are a crucial part of how the College is able to communicate with 
the parents of boys who attend the College.   Over two afternoons in the first week of Term 
Two, we plan to conduct individual interviews with the parents of all boys at the College.   On 
Monday 19th April parent interviews for all boarders and Year 13 dayboys will take place 
from 3.00 p.m. to 6.00 p.m.   This will be followed on Thursday 22nd April with the 
Dayboys Year 7-12 parent interviews.   We are again using the electronic booking system for 
parents to make bookings for interviews.  Please visit the website 
www.schoolinterviews.co.nz.

Once you have entered the school code, simply follow the directions on screen.  
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You will get an email confirming the interviews that you have made.   You can confirm, cancel 
or re-schedule an interview by using the internet at any time.

SPORTING ENDEAVOUR 

 
Lindisfarne College has ended the term having successfully won all the summer exchanges 
that we have competed in.  Earlier we reported about the success against St. Paul's 
Collegiate and since then we have played against Scots and Rathkeale. 
 
The Scots exchange saw Lindisfarne travel to Wellington with teams playing Tennis, 
Athletics and Cricket.  In the Tennis it was a very close tussle with both teams being very 
evenly matched.  Scots produced a young and talented team of Year 10 and Year 11 players, 
all of whom play in club leagues.  Michael Owen and Jock Barns-Graham played sound and 
patient Tennis and although close, the games eventually went to the Scots players.  Henry 
Yule made up for this by beating his opponent convincingly in both doubles and singles.  
Rhys Wynne-Lewis and Cameron Pease also went on to be unbeaten on the day.  Daniel 
Smith won his doubles, but lost his singles.  Charlie Todd won his singles but lost his 
doubles.  The overall result was a 6 all draw, however on count back of sets won, Lindisfarne 
won the Tennis 15-14. 
 
In the Cricket, Scots won the toss and batted cautiously to reach a competitive score of 220.  
Angus Schaw was the most successful bowler with 4-67, while Driaan Lubbe and Henry 
Hunter each took two wickets during the first innings in the field.  In reply, Lindisfarne were 
comfortably placed at 140-3, but collapsed to 150-8 before Matt Gould and Jack Harker and 
to a lesser extent, Ben Reid, saved the innings.  Several players got starts but no-one scored 
more than 37 as Lindisfarne reached 219 all out.  Henry Hunter 37, Matt Gould 33 n.o., 
William Dykes 30, Ollie Morrison 28, Jack Harker 25 and Angus Schaw 20, all made 
contributions. 
 
In the second innings, Scots were bowled out for 156 leaving Lindisfarne 158 to win in 
approximately 45 overs.  Graydon Hambly took 4-40 and had good support from Angus 
Schaw and Driaan Lubbe who captured two wickets each.  In reply, Lindisfarne's Henry 
Hunter and Angus Schaw, consolidated after losing Michael D'Esposito and William Dykes 
for ducks.   Lindisfarne were well placed needing 60 off the last 16 overs with 7 wickets in 
hand after the loss of Henry Hunter for 45.  However, abysmal shot selection from the middle 
order players meant that Lindisfarne were left to bat out the last 3 overs for a draw to finish 20 
runs short and 8 wickets down.   Angus Schaw finished the innings on 65 n.o. 
 
The track and field team from Lindisfarne showed consistency, discipline, desire to succeed 
and determination in their competition at Newtown Stadium.  The competition is based around 
a Pentathlon where all athletes must complete 5 events and score as many points as possible 
from the IAAF Decathlon tables.   The 4 x 100m relays then concluded the day's competition.  
Lindisfarne was able to field the top two senior athletes in Sam Martin and Angelo Mufana 
with Henry Bridge (4th) and Chris Starck (6th).  Sam gained 2773 points in total and top 
overall placing was deserved recognition for his all-round track and field ability.  Scots athlete 
Kieren Tan was the best opposition athlete, who finished 3rd on 2748 points. 
 
In the junior section, Waka Smit was expected to perform well and did so.   Waka was the 
2nd junior overall, scoring 2757 points, just behind talented Scots athlete Keiren McDonald 
who scored 2824.   Lindisfarne then dominated the next group of overall placings with Matt 
Taylor, Thomas McHugh and Liam Murphy all finishing 3rd, 4th and 5th respectively.  Year 
9 athlete Mason Emerson performed with real credit to finish 9th overall. 
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The relays are always a highlight and the Lindisfarne athletes continued their dominance with 
the A team winning both the junior and senior events, while the B team finished 3rd in both 
races. 
 
It was always expected to be close in the overall tally of points, but in the final analysis 
Lindisfarne were quite clearly the dominant team on 241 points finishing 28 points clear of 
Scots.  A fully deserved victory that has returned the Ash McRae Shield to Lindisfarne for the 
first time in three years.  This gave Lindisfarne the overall victory for this exchange. 
 
In mid-March Lindisfarne hosted Rathkeale in an exchange that involved senior and junior 
Tennis and Cricket. 
 
In Tennis the senior exchange was played in superb spirit with all players from both teams 
contributing with honest play and determination.  Lindisfarne showed more patience and used 
shot selections which played to our strengths, hence we limited our errors and made our 
opponents work for every point.  Match of the day saw our Number 1 doubles combination 
outclass a strong Rathkeale pairing.  Michael Owen and Jock Barns-Graham combined well 
to secure a win at the top spot.  All players played well and can be pleased with their 
performance.  Tom Harrison made a sound debut for the side.  Cameron Pease showed his 
best form of the season to out-play an experienced player.  Henry Yule finished the season 
unbeaten which is a fine result at No. 3 in the team.  The final result was a win to Lindisfarne 
11-1.   All players in the team have improved and to finish the season with 3 victories from 3 
inter-school exchanges is a superb result. 
 
This was the most competitive Rathkeale junior Tennis team we have encountered in the last 
3-4 years and as a result they managed to win 3 of the singles matches and draw the last 
doubles match, due to a lack of time to complete it.   The exchange ended with a win to 
Lindisfarne by 8 ½ matches to 3 ½.  We dominated the top order matches and even though 
the 6, 7 and 8 seeds lost, all 3 matches were contested keenly and lasted over 2 hours, with 
two of them involving tie-breakers.  Singles wins were achieved by Simon Stallard, Rob 
Reynolds, Arthur Glazebrook, Callum Hardie and Luke Mudgway.   Highlights included 
Rob Reynolds' clinical win over their 6 foot tall number 2.  The determination shown by our 
less experienced players and the fact that all our wins were achieved in straight sets, was a 
great result. 
 
The Colts Cricket side won the toss and elected to bat on a really flat wicket.  Despite the 
early exit of Dominic Thompson and Jake Harvey to loose shots, Angus Smith and Ben 
Reid kept the run rate up.  Angus Smith batted 34 overs to 85 runs off 96 balls and held the 
innings together.  Some big hitting by Peter Marffy took Lindisfarne to 235 runs for the loss of 
6 wickets.  Rathkeale were on the back foot from the start, with George Nettlingham and 
then Mitchell Hammond in particular bowling tightly.  This was complimented by good 
ground fielding and Lindisfarne taking all its chances.  Lindisfarne won the match by 65 runs 
getting Rathkeale out for 170. 
 
In the 1st XI's game, Lindisfarne batted first in good conditions and were all out for a dismal 
score of 71.  Henry Hunter batted with grit and was eighth out after opening the innings for 
24 runs.  Rathkeale were 100-3 at one stage, but Lindisfarne rallied to have Rathkeale out for 
143.  Driaan Lubbe was superb and took 7-28 off 16 overs.  He was well supported by Henry 
Hunter who chipped in with 3-40.  Facing a 72 run deficit, Lindisfarne showed some fight in 
reaching 236.  Henry Hunter made 48, Angus Schaw 47 and Ollie Morrison 46.  There 
were also contributions by Driaan Lubbe who made 22 and Sam Donaldson 20.  This left 
Rathkeale 165 runs to win.  They were 95-5 at the end of the second day, leaving the game 
evenly balanced heading in the final day.  Driaan Lubbe and Angus Schaw dominated the 
next morning's play with accurate, demanding bowling.   It proved too much for the Rathkeale 
lower order who were bowled out for 112 in just over an hour. Driaan Lubbe took 4-44 to end 
with 11-69 for the match. Angus Schaw bowled superbly in taking 4-16 off 16 overs, while 
Henry Hunter took the final wicket.  This was a top effort from the team who rebounded from 
being bowled out for 71 on the first day to win by 52 runs. 
 
 

ST. GEORGE'S INTERMEDIATE SCHOOL EXCHANGE 
 
The Intermediate School travelled to Wanganui to play Tennis and Cricket against St. 
George's.   In the Tennis we got off to a good start only losing one of the four doubles 
matches.  William Duncan and Luke Davis had a long 3 setter going on to win after several 
hours on court.   
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Ben Freschini, Luke Davis, Bertie Bassett-Foss, Wilbur Peters and Rob Reynolds won 
their singles and doubles matches.  A number of matches did go to tie breaks showing how 
close the contest was.  Lindisfarne ended up winning the exchange 8-4.  It was a great 
exchange with all players gaining valuable experience.  In the Cricket, Lindisfarne lost the 
toss and were put into bat on a wet wicket that looked like a bowler's pitch.   An awesome 
opening partnership of 174 by Chris Hicks and Sam Broome was a good start to our 
innings.  Chris Hicks fell on 52 in the 23rd over which brought Robbie Freebairn to the 
crease.   Robbie played a very good innings constantly tapping the ball around for singles. 
 
Sam Broome got out for 96 which made Lindisfarne 209 for 2 after 28 overs.  Tom Reid 
came in and played a strong innings of 12 off 9 deliveries and hitting the only six of the day.  
Robbie Freebairn was run out on 13 in the last over.   This is the Intermediate School's best 
batting performance of the season.  The final score for Lindisfarne was 229 for 3.  Some poor 
bowling from St. George's helped Lindisfarne's cause with 55 extras including 42 wides.  Jack 
Stone and Jackson Fogarty bowled economically putting St. George's under pressure from 
the start.  Jack's four opening overs only went for 8 runs and Jackson's only for 10 runs.  
After this tight start, wickets fell at a steady pace with St. George's not really hitting it enough, 
considering they had a big total to chase.  Sam Combs got 3 wickets and Tom Reid, Robbie 
Freebairn and Sam Broome picked up one each.  After their 30 overs, St. George's were 95-
5.  In the end it was a very good win to Lindisfarne by 135 runs. 
 
 

ATHLETIC SPORTS 

 
It was a fine day in mid March that saw Lindisfarne College's annual Track and Field 
championships being held at the soon to be completed Hastings District Council stadium at 
Percival Road. 
 
The Athletics event was extremely well organised and smoothly run by Mr. Murray Smith.  He 
did a superb job in managing and coordinating a huge team of staff in order to complete the 
day's activities. 
 
This was a very good day in which four records were broken, but perhaps more importantly, 
the House competition was possibly the closest it has been for a number of years. The lead 
changed several times during the day with the final result seeing all four houses separated by 
just over 100 points.  Cuthbert finished first on 3468, 2nd Durham on 3419, 3rd Aidan on 3387 
and fourth Oswald on 3356.  The boys were outstanding in their competitiveness and they 
were extremely supportive of each other.  The records that were broken were impressive with 
two of them having stood since the 1960's.

EAST COAST NORTH ISLAND TRACK AND 

FIELD CHAMPIONSHIPS 2010 
 
These championships have once again been a happy hunting ground for the Lindisfarne 
College track and field team, with the team being the third best school overall on the day, 
finishing just behind Napier GHS and Iona College for the most number of placings gained, 
winning 10 titles in the process.  This was despite timing issues that were created this year 
with the ECNI championships being two days before our school championships and the 
problem that management may have overlooked athletes, without having seen them 
competing.  It also created problems for athletes who wanted to perform well at the school 
champs but were conscious of the very short recovery time between the two events.  As it 
transpired, neither of these issues created problems and all athletes performed to very high 
standards.   
 
The strength of many young athletes is exciting and the depth of track and field in the school 
is in a very positive position.  Mason Emerson and Jacques Cross proved that they can 
compete amongst the best of Hawke's Bay young sprinters.   Henry Barron is a high jumper 
with potential and Callum Hardie is without peer in shot put in Hawke's Bay at present.  Luke 
Mudgway is a promising young middle distance runner as is Simon Stallard who continues 
to perform very consistently at this level.   Matthew Taylor would have to be the best 
performer of the Lindisfarne athletes, defending the titles he won in 2009 in both the 1500m. 
and 3000m. Also in the Intermediate age group Liam Murphy proved his continuing rise as a 
javelin thrower and Waka Smit was again dominant in the sprints and jumps. Lindisfarne 
continued its dominance in javelin winning two of the three age groups and getting second in 
the other.  In hurdles, we were the only boys' school in the region to compete in these events.  
At the senior level Sam Martin and Henry Bridge continue to be very dependable in a range 
of events and Angelo Mufana and Chris Starck have both shown real ability in sprints 
throws and jumps, keeping all opposition competitors honest.
