The year started once again in early January with the Year 13 boarders’ leadership 
camp at Guthrie Smith Outdoor Education Centre besides Lake Tutira. During their 
time at the Camp, as future Boarder Leaders, our young men were educated in the 
principals of using outdoor education to build trust with those you are dealing with. 
This was achieved by the boys planning a programme using cooperative games, 
problem solving activities and implementing a risk management plan to ensure the 
safety of those they are working with. 



 
 
 
 
Analysing how well they did, on the whole, the boys developed their personal and 
social skills through their active participation in “Adventure Based Learning”. Their 
Leadership skills were also enhanced and it was a great opportunity to build 
relationships amongst each other which enhanced their trust of each other while also 
arming them with skills for dealing with others in a variety of situations.

Year 12 & 13 changes for full boarders 
 
In order to make Boarding life at Lindisfarne a little more attractive as a full boarder 
there have been meetings held with staff and boy’s to come up with some changes 
that will hopefully been seen as a positive step in the right direction. The changes are 
listed below and it is fair to say that there is still some changes that are on the 
negotiating table but a decision as not yet been reached. 
 
It is also important at this stage to point out to all boarders that Lindisfarne makes 
every effort in maintaining Lindisfarne as an attractive offer but it must also be 
recognised that there is a critical threshold level required in a boarding environment 
and that any decision made, or change sort, can have huge ramifications. 
 
The other point needed to be recognised is that there are many guidelines of etiquette 
in the boarding hostel which must be followed that govern boarding. For example 
how the dining room manners are set, the use of the dorm, respect of tidiness in the 
cubes and its facilities, etc, etc. Many of these guidelines may seem a little strange to 
some but in order to maintain a facility which functions at a high level of performance 
and one that all associated with boarding can be proud of it is important that these 
guidelines are respected and followed. An updated version of these guidelines will be 
finalised within the next term and all associated with boarding will have the 
opportunity to view. The guidelines are simply a measure by which as a boarding 
community we must strife to live by appreciating there are 187 boys. Like in our own 
household we have certain standards for the dynamics of our own family we must 
have measures in place to accommodate all on mass.

which must be earned by some form of service within the 
boarding community (i.e. organising junior activities or helping 
in a supervisory role with weekend duty).

· Table Tennis table to be put into Kirkpatrick 
 
· Sky TV for year 12 & 13 (both Kirkpatrick and Mitchell) 
 
· Free movement between Mitchell and Kirkpatrick from 1 pm Sat to 7 pm Sun 
 
· Saturday bedtimes  Year 11   10.30pm 

Year 12 & 13  11.00pm 
 
· Sunday outings are optional for seniors. Those that do not go will remain behind 

and be supervised by the tutor on duty 



 
· Term 3 a Sunday Club for seniors in operation, i.e. Woodwork club  
 
· Day leave during the weekend will change for year 12/13 during the term. A 

Saturday and a Sunday back to back day leave will not count as a discretionary if 
it is taken with parents. This applies for the first part of the year at this stage. It 
must be noted though that the leave must not interfere with sport, otherwise this 
trial will be revoked.

Once again 
the contribution by the boarding boy’s and their families was huge and as a school we 
are very proud of your efforts in making the gala once again a very successful event in 
raising money for the school for the benefit of those here now and who will come in 
the future.

The evidence to date with those that are 
trialling it certainly indicates that it raises levels of thinking and the processing of 
information so that students produce higher quality outcomes. The two explanatory 
pages detail the key behaviours and thinking maps (strategies) we are using in these 
two initiatives to enhance learning for boys.

Aim:   
To create a challenging, competitive, positive and stimulating environment within the 
Campbell (Year 11) Boarding Hostel 
 
Outline: 
Each student will compete against (and with) each other throughout the year in a 
range of sporting, academic and cultural challenges.  Each of these challenges will 
allow the students to gain points for various activities.  At the end of each term the 
students will go into a prize draw.  The students will be given greater numbers of 
entries into the end of term prize draws depending on how highly they have scored 
throughout the term, therefore students that have been more successful will have more 
chances of winning the term prizes.  At the conclusion of the year the student with the 
highest overall total will be awarded the new Campbell Challenge Cup for 2005. 
 
Points system: 
Each student will earn points through the activities they are taking part in.  Greater 
opportunity to score points for major term challenges will place increased emphasis 
on these events.  Points will also be gained through participation and success in all 
areas of the school, e.g.: school swimming sports, athletic sports, house drama, house 
music, school cross country, academic success, merit awards, excellence awards and 
other school related activities.

Kip McGrath Private Tutoring  
 
This year private tutoring will be offered on site for boarding boys in English, 
Mathematics and senior Science. 
 
At present many boys are already getting extra assistance from the College staff 
outside of normal class periods. For example, Mr Bramley offers mathematical 
tutorials on selected mornings between 7.00 am – 7.30 am. Our current GAP tutors 
are also available for extra assistance. 
 
Kip McGrath will be available for tutoring which charges a flat rate of $35 per session 
per boy. A maximum of 4 boys will operate per class session. You will be directly 
invoiced by Kip McGrath. 
 
Kip McGrath Education is primarily sort for those boys requiring extra assistance for 
remedial work but there is some scope for extension work.

Few timely reminders 
 
 

 
Privacy 
 
Parents please note that as the boarding hostel is the home to all boy’s who live in it is 
necessary that there space is respected and privacy is maintained. Many parents are 
still wandering in and out of the dorms during the term to drop off items to their boy’s. 
Any items to be dropped off for your son’s should be arranged through Matron. She 
will ensure that the boy’s receive them. The exception to this is obviously at the 
beginning of term and end of term or when there is a long break for example Easter, 
Queen’s Birthday. 
 
Exeats  
 
All boarders (full and weekly) are required to be in on the Monday night after an 
exeat by 8.30 pm. It would be appreciated if this was adhered to and if for some 
reason the arrangement ends up to be different then you should contact the 
appropriate House Master for your son’s year level and seek permission to alter this 
standard arrangement. This parental communication is preferred to the House Master 
having to ring late on that night to follow up on his whereabouts. 
 
Absences 
 
All absences from school needs to be phoned into the school office and as boarding 
staff we would very much appreciate a fax sent to Mr Petersen 8761690 which 
directly informs us of your son’s absence from school and consequently we are 
informed that he should not be on our boarding list when our regular checks are made. 
Likewise upon his return it would be appreciated if we were also informed.  
 
Day Leave 
 
When applying for day leave at the weekend it is on the understanding that the boys 
are returned to school by 5.15 pm in time for dinner otherwise applying for dinner 
leave is required. On a Saturday every effort should be made for boys to be back in 
for the movie and on a Sunday the boys must be back in for chapel. 
 
Tea Leave 
 
During the week “Tea Leave” should only be applied for by Full Boarders. For 
special circumstances only weekly boarders can apply for tea leave, e.g. their birthday.
